It was stated that since the invitation to tender was announced on 26 July 2012, several companies consulted
concerning the details, and were replied in full by 17 September 2012. By the stipulated deadline of 26 October 2012,
ADATA Technology and ICP Electronics completed the submission process. ADATA Technology sought Chinatrust as its
financial system supplier and procured an operations system from Intralot SA; ICP Electronics sought Taishin Bank as its
financial system supplier and commissioned Taiwan Jitai Technology as its system supplier.

After receiving pertinent documents, the Selection Committee spent over a month deliberating and evaluating
proposals by the aforementioned companies. Presentations were given by the companies on 19" December 2012,
and were evaluated based on the following criteria: Financial Health, Team Performance and Organization Planning,
Operation and Management Capabilities, Sales Target and Financial Planning, Safety Planning, Operations Risk
Management Mechanism, and Selection and Management of Authorized Operators. In the end, ADATA Technology

came out on top and was selected as the Sports Lottery Issuer.

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Announcement of the Management Guidelines Governing the Certification
of Professionals for the Sport of Paragliding Draft

The SAC formulated the Paragliding Safety Rules on 29 September 2004 through SAC Quan Order No. 0930018973
to assist the country’s development of paragliding, strengthen safety management of the aforementioned rules, and ensure
consumers’ rights.

In light of the recent accidents with regard to paragliding, on-site investigation results by the Consumer Protection
Committee and relevant agencies, coupled with the holding of the Joint Investigation Results on the Sports of
Paragliding and Paragliding Sites spurred the formulation of pertinent regulations, which formed the foundation in
assisting paragliding business owners and consumers. Based on the results of the investigations, the SAC formulated the
Management Guidelines Governing the Certification of Professionals for the Sport of Paragliding that outlined topics
such as professional certification requirements, accident prevention measures and accident insurance mechanisms. The

draft was announced on 20 December 2012 in accordance with administrative procedure.

Guidelines Governing the Pilot Establishment of Sports Associations in Agencies and Corporations

To assist the establishment and operation of sports associations in agencies and corporations, strengthen grassroots sports
organizations, encourage corporate emphasis on sports rights of employees, enhance public participation in sports and
increase employment opportunities of professional sports personnel, the SAC formulated and announced the Guidelines
Governing Pilot Establishment of Sports Associations in Agencies and Corporations Using SAC Sports Development
Fund, which has a trial period of 2 years commencing 2013. The pilot tests target agencies with more than 500 personnel
and corporations over 2000 personnel, and provide professional sports personnel, sports association instructors and sports
event subsidies for employees and their families, with the hope that more people will be encouraged to engage in sports

and develop a healthy body. Guidelines for the pilot tests can be found on the SAC’s official website under the Regulations

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SAC Project Quality Inspection for the “First Phase of the National Sports Training Center Renovation

Schools provide an added functionality of developing students with the humanitarian spirit of serving the community
and caring for others, in addition and beyond the traditional role of imparting professional knowledge. The Sports
Administration plans to develop student sports volunteers and encourage those with professional sports skills to serve as
volunteers, contributing in roles such as aiding sports events services, winter/summer edutainment camps or boot camps,
assisting as swimming instructors, ECA (extra-curricular activity) sports clubs instructors, or instructors for school teams,
and serving as volunteers in adaptability sports education, fitness instructors, care and sports service for the elderly, as well
as helping in stadium maintenance. In 2012, volunteers were trained at 41 universities, 6 high schools and 3 Departments
of Education of county/city governments, and service plans will be implemented prior to 30" April 2013. In particular,
many winter vacation camps were held in universities such as National Cheng Kung University and National Changhua

University of Education for more students to experience a myriad of sports activities during their vacation.
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Achievements of 2013 Swim-up Program

From 2010 to 2012, 120,000 people were instructed on swimming, including 50,000 underprivileged students. These
swimming lessons were to assist local governments in enhancing the swimming and life-saving skills of students and
teachers alike, improving their swimming capability passing rate and promoting swimming pool renovation plans. The
passing rate for middle and senior high school students in 2012 was 51.67%, which was a 9.67% increase from 42% in
2009.

Swimming lessons emphasized in-water self-saving content, and schools incorporated water safety education, life-saving
and swimming concepts into its teaching curriculum and school calendar, promoted duly at appropriate assemblies.
In accordance with school safety report compiled by the Ministry of Education, drowning incidents among students
decreased on a gradual basis, from 64 students in 2008, to 41 students in 2012.

The swimming pool renovation plan will serve to improve upon the current facilities and ensure a zero idling rate.
Water will be advised to be set at room temperature to improve usage time and rate. From 2010 to 2012, 115 renovations

(including conversion to heated pool) and 19 new constructions at various schools were approved.

For this year’s Special Olympics, the delegation comprised of 60 athletes, competing in 4 categories: snowshoeing, figure
skating, speed skating and floor hockey (general and integrated).

The President stated: Regular exercise means 3 times per week, with at least 30 minutes of exercise and a heart rate
of 130 bpm and above. The percentage of population who exercise regularly reached 30.4% in 2012, indicating an
increase in the sporting populace. Those with disabilities face greater challenges in participating in sports. In addition
to performances in competitive sports, we also emphasize sports for all, evident in the construction of National Sports
Centers, sports parks and leisure centers for the disabled. Everyone should have an opportunity for sports, develop a
healthy lifestyle and making sports a part of their lives.

SAMOE Director-general Ho expressed: The participation in winter games is especially challenging for Taiwan, which
is situated in the tropical region. It poses tremendous challenge even to ordinary athletes, in terms of weather conditions,
training venues and competing in events. For disabled athletes, fitness and adaptability serve as great obstacles, especially
when they are competing at -15°C. There are many difficulties and the entire training program is rigorous. Nonetheless,
such harsh conditions can nurture the perseverance and confidence of athletes.

Special Olympics Chinese Taipei (SOCT) expressed: Under diligence guidance of the coaches, all 60 members of the
Special Olympics delegation are ready to showdown with fellow Special Olympians!

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Sports Administration Admonishes Prudence when Signing Contracts

To protect consumers’ interest at fitness centers, Sports Administration, Ministry of Education (SAMOE) announced
SAMOE She Order No. 10100145763 in accordance with article 17 of the Consumer Protection Law that made
amendments to the “items to be recorded and not recorded on standard contracts for fitness centers”, and provided
sample contracts for business owners and consumers. To provide legal basis for both parties, current “items to be recorded
and not recorded on standard contracts for fitness centers” include standards for the following criteria that ensure
consumers’ interest when they enroll in fitness centers: number of membership, opening and closing hours, fees, methods
of payment, service content, equipment and facilities, transfer of personal training course, termination of contract and
prior notifications, suspension or transfer of membership, club owners’ legal obligations and contractual guarantees.
Consumer disputes are on the rise amid the rising popularity of sports in recent years. The SAMOE advises all consumers
to select their fitness centers carefully to avoid unnecessary disputes. For a membership only fitness club, be sure to go
through the contract thoroughly before signing, thus to avoid later upset which might sap all joy and pleasure out of

exercising.
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Sports Administration Continues Building on Cycling Network in Taiwan

To provide the general public with outstanding cycling environment and promote participation in cycling tour, the
SAMOE has established more than 2,000 kilometers of bicycle path. In future (2013-2016), another NT1.2 billion will
be invested in such endeavors to integrate regional tourist attractions and cultural features, building an environmental-
friendly sporting environment that encompasses tourism, thereby making Taiwan a paradise that allows round-island
cycling.

The SA recommends 4 outstanding bicycle paths throughout the island. Residents in the north can enjoy the benefits

of the Tamsui Riverside Path; the path rides along Tamsui River and the banks of Keelung River — to its north, the path



connects Tamsui and Beitou, to its south, the path links to scenic spots of New Taipei City.

The Dongfeng (Dongshi to Fengyuan) and Houfeng (Houli to Fengyuan) routes in Taichung City are recommended
for the central part of Taiwan. Houfeng Bicycle Path originates under National Highway 4 in Houli, and ends at Houli
Horse Ranch. The path is 4.5km in length, which passes through Dajia River, a tunnel converted track and Dongfeng
Tree lined Corridor. Both paths totaled 17km in length.

Changbing Bicycle Path originates from Fengbing Township of Hualien County, and ends at Mark 88 of Taiwan Route
11 motorway of Changbing Township of Taitung County. The path passes through the eastern coasts of Hualien and
Taitung, connecting key scenic spots of the eastern region such as Chanbing, Black Forest and Bipa Lake Bicycle Path.

For the south, Qijin Bicycle Path in Kaohsiung is reccommended. The path begins at the port No. 1 after Qihou
Mountain and is 15.5km in length. The entire path takes around 2.5 hours, including break time. In addition to the 4

routes recommended, there are other excellent choices located in counties and cities for your riding pleasure too.
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Cross-Strait Cooperation in Building Mutual Strength to Victory at Rio Games

The National Olympic Committees (NOC) from both sides of the Taiwan Strait participated in the 16" Cross-Strait
NOC Sports Exchange Seminar on 7™ January 2013 to confirm details for this year’s Seven-Mutual-Exchange program.
The Sports Administration stated that this year’s focus will be on enhancing competitive skills, with the hope that through
cross-strait exchanges, levels in weightlifting, swimming, shooting, table tennis, badminton and gymnastics can improve,
thereby making a step closer to winning medals at the 2016 Olympic Games.

Since the inception of the Cross-Strait NOC Sports Exchange Seminar in 1997, the event is now in its 15" year.
Presidents (or vice presidents) from both NOCs meet regularly and exchange ideas. Coordination is first conducted by the
Secretariat, and plans are formulated based on contents of the symposium, ending with the signing of MOUs by leaders

from both sides, forming the foundation for future implementation. Over the years, both NOCs exchanged several ideas



through such mechanism, and reached consensuses. This seminar undoubtedly is the most ideal platform for cross-strait
communication, and the most successful pilot program.

In addition to routine program (exchange between Olympic Committee, administrative personnel and sports
industry), this year’s event included visitations by sporting event organizers to cater for the upcoming hosting of the 2017
Taipei Universiade and to enhance understanding of organizing large-scale multi-sport events. With regard to winning
medals at the Asian Games, coaches in weightlifting, swimming, shooting, table tennis, badminton and gymnastics visited
mainland China to accumulate experiences; in addition, sports science researchers and sports medical staff will be selected
for the visitations as well to further understand how to provide better services to athletes through their services.

In addition, the SA will commission the Chinese Taipei School Sport Federation to assist in the regular exchanges of
cross-strait high school students, as well as to plan visitations regarding student talent selection and training matters.

These measures fully activate cross-strait exchange mechanism and take us a step closer to the goal of realizing medals at
the 2016 Rio Olympic Games.

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Education Ministry Passes Guidelines Governing the Establishment of Specialized Sport Program for
Primary and Secondary Education

It is anticipated that in April this year, the Guidelines Governing the Establishment of Specialized Sport Program for

Primary and Secondary Education will be announced as a means to focus efforts on sports development and establish



a comprehensive system for sports talent training. The guidelines provide structure and standards for target audience,
intended objectives, sports categories and number of students, phases, qualification of teachers, class establishment
measures, personnel assignment, entry examinations, mode of classification, teaching curriculum, inspection and
evaluation, suspensions and other pertinent measures.

The announcement of the Guidelines Governing the Establishment of Specialized Sport Program for Primary and
Secondary Education will bring forth numerous benefits to our country’s sports classes. In addition, it will infuse more
resources in the nurturing of outstanding sports talents, which will pave the way for important international competitions
in the future, creating successive classes of sports people, thereby in fact actualizing the Wave Plan in cultivating future
athletes.

Key points of the aforementioned guidelines included: increasing teaching personnel and full-time coaches,
recruitment of sports injury prevention personnel, holistic education for students, provision of assistance to students
based on performance evaluation or performance inspection regulation, and necessary evaluation of sports classes.

The Sports Administration, MOE emphasized that school sports classes is one the country’s many systems to nurture
competitive sports talents, and will continue to assist junior high and senior high schools in collaborating with national
sports development. Potential talents will be scouted during their early education phase, and those junior high school
students with outstanding sports performances can attend senior high schools to continue their education. This bridging
of the gap for outstanding high school students can pave the path for a more continuous training system of outstanding
athletes. We hope that when the Guidelines are implemented in the coming years, the nation’s competitive abilities in

sports will be much improved.
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2013 National Indigenous Games

The 2013 National Indigenous Games was held for three consecutive days in New Taipei City from 30" March to 1*
April 2013. This was first nationwide sporting event held in the city since the 2003 National Games!

This year’s National Indigenous Games saw participants from 20 counties and cities; nearly 5,000 indigenous athletes
converged on the 15 competition venues in New Taipei City and strived for glory. The number of sports competed
surpassed all previous Games, with the additions of volleyball and tackwondo, and were divided into 2 main categories:
competitive sports, and traditional indigenous and leisure sports. All in all, 15 disciplines were involved, including
athletics, running, basketball, volleyball, baseball, judo, tackwondo, powerlifting, load relay, slow softball, gateball,

traditional tug-of-war, traditional dance, traditional archery and traditional wrestling.



The National Indigenous Games demonstrated the government’s emphasis on nurturing indigenous athletes; at the
same time, the government encouraged the indigenous people to actively participate in sports, developed sports for the
indigenous people and enhanced their physical fitness. This has also provided the perfect opportunity for indigenous
athletes from across the country to mutually test their skills, observe, learn and pass on the legacy of indigenous culture.

The Games ignited its opening flame in an atmosphere of tribal culture at the New Taipei City Office’s Plaza. The
opening ceremony saw the performances of an agglomeration of indigenous artists, done beautifully in an artistic
platform; schools and indigenous associations organized welcoming delegations to receive the teams.

Besides the main games, a Traditional Food Experience of the Indigenous People event was held from 30" to 31*
March, and an Indigenous Rock & Roll Concert was held on 31% March. These wonderful series of events fully

demonstrate the inherent characteristics of indigenous culture and spirit, giving the audience an avenue into their essence.
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High School Basketball League Finals at Xinzhuang Stadium
The finals of 2012 High School Basketball League (HBL) was held at Xinzhuang Stadium from 2" to 3" March.

Winner of the boys’ category was Neng Ren Home Economic and Commercial Vocational High School of New Taipei
City; winner of the girls’ category was Yong-Ren Senior High School of Tainan City. The 2™ runner-up match saw the
presence of Taishan Senior High School in the boys’ category, and in the girls’ category Taipei First Girls High School
claimed the 2™ runner-up. New Taipei City Mayor Li-lun Chu and Tainan City Mayor Ching-te Lai were present at the
competition venues; Sports Administration Directoer-general Jow-fei Ho presided over the award ceremony.

To establish a school league system and improve sports competitiveness of schools, the Ministry of Education began
hosting the HBL since 1988. Such a system had nurtured numerous number of outstanding basketball talents. In the
future, in addition to continuing the HBL series, a basketball school and regional nurturing system will be established
to nurture basketball talents. Coupled with the systematic nurturing system of grassroots athletes and facilitating the
students’ access to higher education, efforts will provide security to outstanding athletes and foundation for developing

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2013 YONEX Badminton Asia Championship Concludes at Taipei Arena
The 2013 33" Badminton Asia Championship bubbled with excitement at the Taipei Arena from 16" to 21% April.

Badminton has long been a powerhouse sport for Asian countries, and the Badminton Asia Championship has always
been in the limelight. For this year’s Championship, at least half of the world’s top ten players were present, be it in
men’s singles, women’s singles, men’s doubles, women’s doubles or mixed doubles. This unique chance allowed Taiwan’s
badminton enthusiasts to see the world’s top players at close proximity.

This is the first time that Taiwan was attributed the Badminton Asia Championship. The Sports Administration,
MOE has long encouraged and supported domestic sports federations in their bids of international sporting events, and
is indeed pleased with the efforts of the Chinese Taipei Badminton Association. Gratitude is extended to the Badminton
Asia Confederation for its assistance in this wonderful opportunity to host such a world-class event.

This year’s event concluded with China claiming both gold and silver in men’s singles, women’s singles and women’s
doubles, as well as silver in mixed doubles, bringing their tally count to 3 gold, 4 silver and 1 bronze medals. Korea
claimed the title in men’s doubles and mixed doubles, a tally of 2 gold, 1 silver and 1 bronze medals. Sung-hyun Ko
succeeded his 2 predecessors — Chu-bong Pak in 1991 and Dong-moon Kim in 1999 — in winning 2 gold medals at
the same competition, and became the third person in Korea’s history to accomplish such a feat. Ko was also the best
performing athlete at the championship.

The finals on the 21™ attracted 6,325 spectators. All participants unanimously agreed that this year’s tournaments
at Taipei Arena demonstrated unequivocally to them that Taiwan’s badminton improved significantly in terms of the

facilities , engagement of the audience, and enthusiasm of the fans. Former national player Yu-hsing Hsieh, one of the



top eight players at the

2008 Beijing Olympics,
emphasized that this was the
best international sporting
event he has seen in Taiwan,
and expressed hope for better

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Brand New Experience from Miaoli’s 3*6 Bicycle Path Network

The Integrated Bicycle Path Network Construction Program formulated by the Sports Administration MOE for the
period 2013 to 2016 will see NT'1.2 billion invested in the construction of 470km of bicycle path. The first year (2013)
will prioritize linkage of bicycle paths in remote regions and construction of unlinked bicycle networks, bringing to
completion the goal of building a round-Taiwan bicycle path network.

From 2002 to 2011, the former Sports Affairs Council assisted several county and city governments in planning and
constructing bicycle paths. As of date, more than 2,000 km of bicycle path has been laid out; in particular, the round-
island path from Taipei City to Miaoli County (220km) was completed. In 2013, the focus will be on linkage and
optimization, bringing to completion the linkage among various county and city bicycle path systems and establishing an
excellent bicycle path network.

Through a cross-disciplinary and cross-ministerial platform collaborated by the Ministry of the Interior, Transportation
and Communications, Environmental Protection Administration and Sports Administration, 2 to 3 projects are to be
selected as an development model which integrating tourism, industrial development, employment and surrounding
land development. This new approach will maximize the overall results of a cross-disciplinary bicycle path integrated

construction.



Under assistance from Sports Administration, the , the length of bicycle path in Miaoli County has reached 490km
thus far. Now, it presents itself in conjunction with tourism themes of the county in the form of a 3*6 grid by planning a
safe and diversified bicycle path network using current ones. In particular, the Miaoli County Mountain Line penetrates
deep into the mountainous townships and regions of Miaoli County, allowing one to experience the simplicity of Hakka
villages and taste the exquisiteness of Hakka cuisine. It is indeed a truly unique bicycle path with a local flair.

In the next four years (2013-2016), the Administration will continue to support the linkage and optimization of
bicycle path network in various county and city through the implementation of the Integrated Bicycle Path Network
Construction Program. By utilizing the completion of such a bicycle path network, tourism and recreational and leisure
industries in proximity of the networks can be invigorated. The vision of Taiwan as a Bicycle Island can come to pass

through the molding of a round-Taiwan bicycle path with the integration of localized tourism and humanities.

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Expand Scope of Development for International Sports Affairs Professionals and Strengthen
International Sports Exchange Capabilities

The Sports Administration, Ministry of Education (SAMOE) commissioned the Chinese Taipei Olympic Committee
(CTOC) to organize the “2013 International Sports Affairs Professional Development Program” to expand the scope
of development for international sports affairs professionals and prepare volunteers for the upcoming 2017 Taipei
Universiade. The plan runs from 18" May to 20" July, totaling 76 hours over a ten-week period with intensive training
courses held on Saturdays.

The training program is currently in its third year. The main participants of the program are active sports administrative
personnel from single sport associations from Olympic-related sports federations or individuals that receive their
recommendation. A total of 50 participants were admitted, including a portion set aside for the general public. From
these participants, it is anticipated that at least 25 talented international sports affairs professionals can be nurtured.

The Program is divided into three phases: basic training course, domestic internship. and international internship.
Graduates of the first phase will be certified, and those with exceptional performances will be selected to aid the CTOC
in the implementation of the Olympic Model through on-site work at conferences and international affairs. Those who
pass internship tests will be awarded with training certificates, and are eligible to assist sports federations in attending
international conferences with the CTOC as part of the international internship. Graduates of all three phases will be
publicly announced on the SAMOE website providing a source of reference for the various sports federations and county/
city governments when they host or participate in international competition or seminars.

Content of the program includes topics such as Professional Skills in Sports Diplomacy, Strengthening Foreign
Affairs Capability, Cultivation of Response Measures and Leadership Capacities, International Sports Organizations,

Environment, and Competitive Sporting Event Protocol. The program offers participants first-hand observation and



experience in this specialized field, allowing them to gain a thorough and penetrative understanding of the overall
development and operational principles of the international sports field, and the current status, position, and contribution
of the nation’s participation in international sports organizations.

Through this program, the SAMOE hopes to foster professionals capable of independently assisting sports associations
and related agencies and engaging in international sports exchanges. These talented professionals will be able to provide
the necessary support during the preparatory phase of the upcoming 2017 Taipei Summer Universiade and also serve as a

talent pool ready to assist sports delegations participation in international competitive events or conferences in the future.
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Round-island Bicycle Path Network—Hualien

County Government has plans for constructing an integrated network of the entire county, linking County Route
193 to Taroko in the north and Yuli and Fuli in the south, with connection to Taitung through Highway No. 9 and
Nanan Entrance of Yushan National Park in the west. The intended route will connect over 100 km of bicycle path thus

achieving the dual objectives of invigorating Hualien’s regional development and fully connecting Hualien’s bicycle paths.

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1.5 Million Students Participate! Fruitful Results of the 4™ Sports Popularization Program for
Elementary and Junior High School

The Ministry of Education (MOE) has been implementing the Sports Popularization Program for Elementary and
Junior High School since 2009, an initiative that offers more students the opportunity to develop good exercise habits
and physical fitness and learn teamwork and unity through sports promotion in schools. Up to now, more than 1.5
million elementary and junior high school students have participated in the Program (800,000 in aerobics, 300,000 in tee
ball, and 400,000 in relay races).

The implementation of this Program emphasizes the overall physical and emotional development of students: from
elementary school grades 1-4, the theme is aerobics; from elementary school grades 5-6, tee ball; and from grades 7-9,
relay races.

This academic year’s Program has been in implementation since last October throughout various schools, and over the
years the number of participating schools and students has steadily increased. Take Taipei Municipal Shezi Elementary
School for instance, three times per week the last 10 minutes of school assembly is set aside for student aerobics. In
their physical education classes, instructors teach them tee ball and aerobics, and encourage students to borrow tee ball
equipment during their breaks. Some classes just can’t get enough of tee ball and want their teachers to join them during
their breaks!

Taipei Municipal Shezi Elementary School has participated in the Sports Popularization Program for Elementary and
Junior High School three years in a row and sent representatives from grades 1-6 to participate in the Taipei City Sports
Popularization Games. During the tee ball competition this February, students from the school experienced first-hand
that there’s always room for improvement and realized the importance of regularly practicing as opposed trying to prepare
at the last minute. In addition, the honor of students being able to compete for their schools also attracted many parents
to the event as they helped students take photographs and shoot videos to capture the moment. This grand occasion

presented a wonderful venue for bringing children and parents closer together.
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Grand Closing Ceremony of the 2013 National Intercollegiate Athletic Games--See You at Yunlin Tech
in 2014
The 2013 National Intercollegiate Athletic Games

The Ministry of Education recently promoted the “Character power in
sports” policy, which includes a Sportsmanship Award that extols the ideal and objective of the concurrent development
of both “pursuing excellence in sports and character.” The Closing Ceremony was held at Wanbin Hall, National Ilan
University at 5pm on the 1™ May 2013. The Sportsmanship Award was presented during the ceremony, and the Games
flame was augustly extinguished, bringing a successful conclusion to the 2013 National Intercollegiate Athletic Games.

These initiatives are
designed to tightly integrate the task and responsibilities among the six divisions of the Sports Administration and further
propel the acceleration of the nation’s overall sports development, elevate competitiveness, and actualize the objectives of
creating enjoyable sports experiences and cultivating healthy, outstanding talent.

Aside from presenting concrete implementation strategies, the Sports White Paper also provides step-by-step
implementation measures for the short, intermediate, and long term, as well as practical execution forecasts. For the
“Healthy Citizens” vision, the goals are to increase the existing number of the public who regularly exercise by 3%,
increase the number of students skilled in one sport discipline to 85%, and elevate the swimming population to 70%.
For the “Outstanding Competitiveness” vision, the goals are to win three gold medals, two silvers, and one bronze at the

2016 Olympic Games and to be awarded rights to host the 2023 Asian Games and other international major multi-sport



competitive events. For the “Vibrant Taiwan” vision, we anticipate an increase in sports industry value, the creation of
sports-related industry added value by 12%, and the installation of the “sports cloud” information system that will enable
Taiwan to evolve into a superior quality sports information island.

Sport is a vital part of life. It can promote health, make life more fulfilling, foster national solidarity, and provide a
platform to exhibit a nation’s strength. The Ministry of Education’s Sports White Paper echoes international trends of
“creating healthy lifestyles.” It integrates government and grassroots resources, encourages cooperation, and actively
promotes a full spectrum of sports development policies. These efforts will ensure the continued actualization of the
nation’s sports development over the next ten years, strengthen the sports capacities of the general public and competitive
athletes, promote sports industry development, and actualize the new vision—“Healthy Citizens, Outstanding

Competitiveness, Vibrant Taiwan.”

A conservative estimate foresees the nation winning at least four
gold medals, while hopes are still alive of breaking the last session’s record of seven gold medals from the last Universiade.

At the end, the Vice President personally thanked the delegation’s team physician, sports injury prevention specialists,
sports science specialists, and the administrative support team for their efforts. He also wished the entire delegation the
best of luck in achieving glorious achievements and fulfilling the expectations of the entire nation.

At this edition of the Summer Universiade the national delegation is competing in a total of 15 events—athletics,



swimming, gymnastics, table tennis, badminton, tennis, judo, fencing, shooting, boxing, weightlifting, women’s
basketball, women’s soccer, women’s volleyball, and wrestling. On 1" July the delegation will successively proceed to

Russia, and the badminton, boxing, and women’s football teams will begin competition on 5 July.

Round-island Bicycle Path—Splendid Scenery of the Ancient Capital Along the Tainan Mountain-to-
Sea Canal

The SAMOE carries out the Integrated Bicycle Path Network Construction Program for the period of 2013-2016. The
Program’s focus is on “connectivity” and “optimization,” and its objective is to link cities and counties around the island
into a unified bicycle path system and to construct superior quality bicycle paths. An estimated NT$1.2 billion is slated
for investment over the next four years to build 470 km of new bicycle path. This comprehensive bicycle path network
system will stimulate peripheral tourism and leisure industry development and link the unique tourist attractions and
cultural features of each locality to create a round-island bicycle path system.

The Tainan Mountain-to-Sea Canal Greenway extends over 40 km within the Tainan City municipality. This greenway
takes advantage of the Chiayi County and Tainan County flood prevention canal pathway and links Xinshi District’s
Southern Taiwan Science Park landscape and the National Museum of Taiwan History to the Wushantou Reservoir and
Hatta Yoichi Memorial Park upstream with the Taijiang National Park downstream. This pathway not only connects the
communities in each of the surrounding villages, but also offers insight into the local history and culture.

The scheduled completion of the Tainan Mountain-to-Sea Canal Greenway through to the Southern Taiwan Science
Park is for the end of this year. The long-term goal is to eventually open up the path to the Wushantou Reservoir, allowing
bicyclists to peruse the splendid natural beauty and storied cultural treasures along the way, while promoting efforts to

become a low-carbon city.
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4™ Asian Indoor & Martial Arts Games Incheon 2013
The 4" Asian Indoor & Martial Arts Games Incheon 2013 will be held from 29" June to 6" July 2013 in Incheon,

South Korea. The nation will send a contingent to participate in ten sports categories—billiards, bowling, go, E-sport,
dance sport, futsal, Indoor Kabaddi, Thai boxing, kurash, and 25 m short-course swimming—comprising a total of
77 athletes and 12 coaches. Following the June 26" flag presentation by SAMOE Director-general Jow-fei Ho, each
delegation made departure preparations based on their respective event scheduling.

The Asian Indoor Games are held every two years: the first was held in 2005 in Bangkok, Thailand; the second
in 2007 in Macau, China; and the third in 2009 in Hanoi, Vietnam. The 1% Asian Martial Arts Games was held in
Bangkok, Thailand in 2009. At the 28" Council Meeting of the Olympic Council of Asia (OCA) convened in 2009, the
announcement was made to cancel the Asian Martial Arts Games after the 1" Bangkok Games, and starting in 2013, the
Asian Indoor Games would be merged with the Asian Martial Arts Games (consolidating the 4" Asian Indoor Games and
the 2" Asian Martial Arts Games) to become the Asian Indoor & Martial Arts Games, held every four years.

The Asian Indoor & Martial Arts Games is one of the four official competitive events sanctioned by the OCA, and
its scope continues expanding with 45 countries now participating. The OCA anticipates that holding these Games will

propel the development of an eclectic array of sports disciplines within all Asian countries.

Completion of construction is scheduled for 2014.

NTSC, formerly known as the Zuoying Training Center, was established in 1976 and for over thirty years it has served
the mission of training the nation’s elite athletes and fostering the long-term development of selective sporting disciplines.
The Center’s facilities are noticeably in need of an upgrade, and this is the first new sports venue constructed since

its establishment. The two buildings will equip the nation with world class professional training facilities for our elite

athletes. This construction is a momentous indicator of extraordinary significance.



The Sports Administration is confident the redevelopment will create a professional training venue that imbues
Taiwan’s regional architectural characteristics. This facility will provide a comprehensive training environment for athlete
training, complete with information, research and administrative support. This modernization will put the nation’s sports

At the 2013 Kazan Universiade the following athletes from our national delegation won medals: women’s weightlifter
Hsing-chun Kuo, table tennis men’s doubles Hung-chieh Chiang and Chih-chi Wu, table tennis women’s doubles I-chen
Lee and Chia-hui Lin, and tennis men’s doubles Hsin-han Li and Hsirn-yin Peng secured gold; weightlifter Wan-ting
Hong and women’s badminton Tzu-ying Tai won silver; and women’s judo Zhen-ling Lian, table tennis Chien-an Chen,
and badminton Tien-chen Chou captured bronze. All of these athletes are involved in the specialized, long-term training
program provided to young athletes possessing extraordinary potential. The experiences gained from participation in this

year’s Universiade will serve as a warm-up for their future participation in the 2014 Asian Games and the 2016 Olympics.



Even though goals for this year’s Universiade were met, the Sports Administration has engaged in further scrupulous
review of the selection, training and competition participation. The nation is also readying for the 2017 Universiade
Taipei by launching the “Securing 7" and Snatching 5 place” training program designed to turn the goals of “Securing
7" place” at the 2015 Guangju Summer Universiade and fighting our hardest to “Snatch 5" place” at the 2017 Taipei

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Chinese Taipei Trio Wins “Triple Crown” at the Little League Baseball World Series Asia-Pacific

Regional Tournament

Chinese Taipei baseball teams from three divisions participated in the Little League Baseball World Series Asia-Pacific
Regional Tournament held in Clark Freeport Zone, Philippines. All three teams exhibited a relentless spirit and team
chemistry and were able to post perfect records, winning every single game by substantial margins to earn the well-
deserved “Triple Crown” title. This year Chinese Taipei sent teams at little league, youth league, and junior league level to
participate in the Little League Baseball World Series Asia-Pacific Regional Tournament. The teams representing each of
the three divisions were all from Taoyuan County—the little league team was from Chung-Ping Elementary, the junior
league team was from Hsin-Ming Middle School, and the big league team was composed of players from Ping-Jen High
School, Shou-Shan High School, and Chuan-Chiao High School.

Taiwan has a storied history in World Series competition winning the “Triple Crown” title six times, a miraculous feat
that helped spark our citizens’ avid interest in the sport of baseball. Following a stellar performance to advance at the Asia-
Pacific Regional Tournament and qualify for yet another World Series appearance, the Sports Administration hopes that
citizens will fully support and cheer on the trio to once again strive for the exalted world “Triple Crown” title, revitalizing

the baseball fervor of yesteryear.
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Taiwan Captured 3 Gold, 1 Silver and 2 Bronze Medals at
World Dragon Boat Racing Championships

The 11™ International Dragon Boat Federation (IDBF) World
Dragon Boat Racing Championships was held 24™ to 28" July on
the Maty-er National Olympic Centre Regatta Course in Szeged,
Hungary. More than 3,000 athletes and teams from 27 countries
and regions, including China, the United States, Canada, Germany,
Russia, Britain, Italy, the Czech Republic, Switzerland, Japan, and
Australia participated in this event. Backed by the leadership of
Chairman Ming-hsiung Chen, Secretary-general Chih-man Chang,
Team Captain Shi-chou Huang, and Head Coach Hong-chang
Hou, the Chinese Taipei national dragon boat team captured 3
gold, 1 silver and 2 bronze medals and successfully earned a berth at
the upcoming 2013 Tianjing East Asian Games.

On 5" August the national team returned home, receiving a
warm reception from excited fans, family and friends, and dragon
boat enthusiasts. President Ying-jeou Ma and Vice President Den-
yih Wu each sent messages to the devoted athletes congratulating
them for their outstanding performances.

The Sports Administration mentions that this is the first time
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the nation has won a title at the World Dragon Boat Racing
Championships, and building upon the exemplary performances
at the 2012 Asian Dragon Boat Championships in Busan,

South Korea, where the team won 2 gold, 2 silver and 2 bronze
medals, once again the national team rows victoriously shining in
international waters.

Exercise Alarm App—A Personalized Secretary Gets You
Moving!

The Sports Administration has launched Taiwan’s first exercise
alarm app; so from now on you won’t forget or miss out on any
of your exercise routines! Keeping astride with mobile devices’
upsurge in popularity, the Administration has specially designed
a personalized, convenient and smart exercise alarm app officially
launched online on 1% August.

Online surveys conducted by the Market Intelligence &
Consulting Institute (MIC) showed that the use of smart phones
and tablet PCs among Taiwan’s public is rapidly increasing, with
73% of the population using smart phones and 30% using tablet
PCs. The popularization of mobile devices and mobile applications
has already made a major impact on our daily lives. In light of
mobile devices' growing trends, the Sports Administration believes
that exercise accessories should also become more tech savvy,
lifestyle-oriented, and personalized. Thus, the birth of the first
domestic exercise alarm app.

The Sports Administration appeals to the citizens that good
health can be maintained by heeding to these three precepts: taking
medication when necessary, a proper diet, and regular exercise.
The first two can be done with the assistance of a physician or

family, respectively, but exercise relies on one’s own volition to do
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it regularly. The functions of the exercise alarm app are diverse,
though it primarily involves recording a person’s exercise load as

an aide to staying healthy and fit. Besides reminding the person so
they don't forget the time they are supposed to exercise, the alarm
will automatically alert the person in the case of inadequate exercise
load and scan the individual’s fitness level and condition anytime,
anywhere.

The exercise alarm app contains five functions: 1. Setting up an
exercise schedule to accommodate the individual; 2. Automatically
records and tabulates exercise amounts to activate the alarm
mechanism; 3. Records the weekly/monthly total amount of
minutes exercised; 4. Shows weekly/monthly exercise diagrams; and
5. Three exercise amount settings based on the individual’s fitness
level: “maintain physical fitness,” “control weight,” and “must lose
weight.”

The exercise alarm app is more than just a useful tool for
professional athletes. It’s a great personal exercise management
assistant. The Sports Administration hopes the exercise alarm app
will encourage people of the nation to exercise regularly, cultivating
the Sports for All spirit and increasing the overall sports population.
Only with a physically fit population full of vitality can the nation
develop as a whole and truly gain a competitive edge.

Effects of Cross-Strait Agreement on Trade in Services on
Sports Venue Operators

From 22" to 25" July 2013 the Sports Administration convened
4 introductory seminars for sports venue operators on the Cross-
Strait Agreement on Trade in Services (hereinafter referred to as
“the Agreement”) in Hualien, Taipei, Taichung, and Kaohsiung. In
conjunction with local city and county governments, sports venue
operators from across the nation were invited for an introduction
of the Agreement’s contents, the potential impacts on the domestic
sports industry, and appropriate follow-up response measures.

In regards to whether the opening up of Chinese enterprises to
operate sports venues in Taiwan will disrupt the existing market
and damage local operators’ interests, Taiwan has legislated the
following regulatory governing the sports consumer market:

Items documented in a Fitness Center Membership Standard

Form Contract, Items Documented in Product (Service) Gift
Certificate Issued by Sports Venue Operators, and Swimming Pool
Management Guidelines. Prospective Chinese enterprises operating
sports venues in Taiwan must strictly abide by our laws and
regulations. Furthermore, Taiwan operators provide better quality
service than Chinese counterparts, so opening up the market will
provide greater opportunities for domestic operators.

Addressing concerns whether an influx of sports professionals
from across the strait will enter Taiwan and encroach upon
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employment opportunities for local sports personnel, the Agreement
framework permits Chinese counterparts to invest in Taiwan’s

sports venue industry, but this does not include employment and
immigration or permanent residency rights, nor does it allow
employment of Chinese labor. Regarding the flow of personnel from
China, approval will be based on the amount of capital investment
and revenue, and limited to managerial levels. The Agreement will
not result in Chinese coaches arriving in Taiwan en masse taking
away domestic fitness center coaches means of subsistence; on the
contrary, it provides domestic professional sports personnel greater

employment opportunities.
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I0C Executive Board Member, Ching-kuo Wu Awarded
First Class Professional Education-Culture Medal

On 22" August 2013,Education Minister Wei-ling Chiang
presented the First Class Professional Education-Culture Medal
to Dr. Ching-kuo Wu, Member of the International Olympic
Committee (IOC) Executive Ministry of Education Department
Directors and Sports Administration Director-general Jow-fei Ho
were in attendance to watch the ceremony.

Executive Board member Wu began representing Taiwan’s
participation in international sports organizations in the 1980s
and has been a member of the IOC since 1988. He was elected as
a Member of the IOC Executive Board in 2012, marking the first
time a Taiwanese representative served on the IOC Executive Board.
Executive Board member Wu has served as a member of numerous
IOC Commissions, including Olympic Games Study, Culture
and Olympic Education, Olympic Philately, Numismatic and
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Memorabilia, Coordination for the Games of the XXIX Olympiad
in Bejing in 2008, and the Evaluation of the Games of the XXXI
Olympiad in 2016.

In 2006, Executive Board member Wu gained the approval of the
International Boxing Association’s (AIBA) 196 member associations
to be elected as the AIBA’s President. This is first Taiwanese citizen
elected as president of an international sport federation and was
an accomplishment that attracted the attention of IOC President
Jacques Rogge.

Aside from upholding the IOC Executive Board member post,
Dr. Ching-kuo Wu continues upholding his post as the President
of the AIBA and as a Member of the Executive Committee of the
Association of Summer Olympic International Federations (ASOIF)
is integrally involved in the affairs of many important international
sports federations. His contributions to the international sports
community are innumerable and he has worked tirelessly over the
years to carry the Olympic spirit forward and promote Olympic
education, distinguished achievements that have impelled the

Ministry of Education to confer him the First-Class Professional
Education-Culture Medal.

Sports Administration Promotes Summer Football School
Program

At ChiayiWuFeng University earlier this year in July the Sports
Administration organized a two-tier Football School program
designed to bolster competitiveness in junior and senior high school
football in preparation for the 2017 Taipei Universiade. This year’s
Football School program is divided into boy’s and girl’s groups, the
boy’s group includes 70 coaches and 65 athletes and the girl’s group
60 coaches and 96 athletes, a total of roughly 300 participants
collectively engaged in training.

This year marks the fourth year of the Football School program,
which brings the top eight secondary school teams from junior
and senior high school boy’s and girl’s leagues together at the end
of the school year to participate in a one-week training program.
In addition to attaining the services of the Universiade women’s
football national team head coach Kuei-hua Lu, the coaching staff
also invited Japan’s women’s football national team head coach Mr.
Horino Hiroyuki and Japan’s U-17 national team head coach Mr.
Yutaka ITkeda to serve as visiting coaches, combining in-class study
of the game and on-the-field practice of techniques and broadening
the international perspectives of coaches and athletes. The program
has also invited members of the Chinese Taipei women’s football
national team to serve as assistant coaches.

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2013 Cycling Rites of Passage Grew Stronger Together
“Sunshine, Health, and Vitality” was the focus of the 2013
Cycling Rites of Passage with “Strength of Youth” being its
underlying theme. This path integrates railway culture and cycling
to both educate and transmit cultural heritage and learn from
personal experience, and gives youth an opportunity to learn
teamwork through a challenging experience and cultivate a deeper
understanding and appreciation for their land and history. The

approximately 1,000 km long arduous journey traverses 41 cultural

sightseeing train stations and was officially launched on 14" August.

On the 24", participants in the north, central, south and eastern
regions convened in assemblies with the President attending to bear
witness and hand out supplies.

The Cycling Rites of Passage is geared up for its fifth year and
initially originated in response to President Ma’s youth policies,
advocating health through a diversity of leisure and sports
activities. This concept was designed with the goal of honing the
self-discipline and inner vitality essential for cultivating a mature
intellect and an engaged, proactive approach to life—truly realizing
the meaning “rites of passage.” In 2010 this plan began expanding
as the catchphrases “appreciation”, “responsibility” and “sharing”
were introduced in anticipation that youth would gain a deeper
understanding of Taiwan’s local customs and traditions, historical
culture, geography and landscape, and the snacks and cuisine
featured at each locality by touring around on bicycles. Cycling also
tests a person’s physical and mental stamina as well as achieving
the goals of developing independence, shouldering responsibility,
sharing with others, and respecting the environment.

At the 2011 Cycling Rites of Passage, President Ma noted
that the round-the-island cycling tour revolves around 3 levels of
rediscovery. The first involves rediscovering Taiwan—cycling to
amazing destinations throughout Taiwan. The second entails having

Taiwan rediscover the individual—allowing more people in places
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all over Taiwan to get to know you and your team. The third is to
rediscover oneself—realizing one’s infinite potential through the

process of cycling around the island.

At the
same time, teams have been actively strengthening their rosters
to effectively narrow the competitive gap and thus making games
much more exciting to watch. Although Premier Jiang’s time is
usually consumed with official duties, he has mentioned on several
occasions the desire to actively support the CPBL.

Among the government department leaders attending the game
were newly appointed Minister without Portfolio Joyce Yan Feng,
Financial Supervisory Commission Minister Ming-chung Tseng,
and Public Construction Commission acting Minister Jeou-rong
Yan; and Executive Yuan Baseball Team members’ Education
Minister Wei-ling Chiang, Research, Development Evaluation
Commission (RDEC) Deputy Minister Tai-chi Fan Chiang,
Hakka Affairs Council Deputy Minister Chao-ming Lee, Sports
Administration Director-general Jow-fei Ho, and colleagues from
other government agencies. Additionally, the Brother Elephants
President Rui-he Hong and General Manager Yun-ling Hong, EDA
Rhinos General Manager Shieh-bing Hsieh, and CPBL Deputy
Secretary-general Hui-min Wang were also in attendance enjoying
the game.

Premier Jiang thanked all fans for coming out to show their
concern and support for professional sports. The government’s
promotion of the Baseball Reinvigoration Plan has already
facilitated the formation of two new CPBL teams. Moreover, the
execution of these “strengthening baseball plans” will continue next
year with greater focus placed on improving CPBL sports venues
and peripheral facilities in hopes that these efforts will provide fans

a better quality environment to watch baseball games.
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2013 Nanjing 2™ Asian Youth Games Opened in a

Dazzling Ceremony

The Opening Ceremony for the 2013 2™ Asian Youth Games

took place at the Nanjing Olympic Sports Center in Nanjing, China
on 16" August, officially commencing this 9-day competitive sports
event. The national delegation’s Captain Wei-chen Lu and Deputy
Captain Che-hong Lin, under the unfurled flag raised by shooting
competitor Kun-bi Yang, entered the stadium 35" in the procession.
They displayed the brimming spirit, enthusiasm, and exuberance of
our nation’s young athletes amidst other Asian nations and regions.
A total of 45 nations participated in the 2013 2™ Asian Youth

Games in Nanjing along with over 3,000 athletes and officials from
countries and regions throughout Asia. The Asian Youth Games are

held once every four years and at this edition of the Asian Youth

Games in Nanjing our nation sent 124 athletes and 34 coaches to
participate in a total of 14 sports events—aquatics (swimming and
diving), athletics, badminton, 3-on-3 basketball, fencing, football
(boys), golf, handball, judo, rugby sevens, shooting, table tennis,

tennis, and weightlifting.

Sports Terms
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Sports Administration Subsidized Construction of Public
Sports Centers Operations Opening in 2014

The Sports Administration is assisting local governments fund
the construction of public sports centers. To date, the following
11 localities have completed the approval process for outsourced
operators and already begun the construction phase: Keelung, New
Taipei City (Sanchong, Tamshui, Luzhou , Banchiao, Chungho,
and Tucheng), Science & Technology Park in Hsinchu City,
Zhongzheng in Taichung City, Northern Changhua in Changhua
County, and Pingtung County's Pingtung City. Scheduled
completion and commencement of operations for these projects is
set for some time in 2014, providing the public with sports facilities
that satisfy the diversified needs of all ages.

The Improvement of National Sports Environment and Sports
Island Establishment Plan was approved by the Executive Yuan,
and includes two sub-plans consisting of the Public Sports Center
Construction Plan and the Improvement of Public Sports Facilities
Plan. These National Sports Centers focus on sites in densely
populated metropolitan areas with convenient transportation access,

constructing multi-functional indoor gymnasiums that include
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the six core facilities the public enjoys most—an indoor heated
swimming pool, a fitness center, aerobics classrooms, badminton
courts, table tennis areas, and multi-purpose courts. In the future,
these Public Sports Centers will provide certified sports injury
prevention specialists, public fitness instructors, and professional
sports facility management personnel, as well as specially designated
public welfare access hours for senior citizens and disadvantaged
groups to accommodate the needs of all citizens.

Additionally, to alleviate the possibility of an outsourced
operator unable to fulfill obligations, thus adversely affecting
user satisfaction and service quality, following completion of
construction on these Public Sports Center projects, the Sports
Administration has specially adopted a two-stage method for
managing the subsidy grant. Prior to stadium construction a
specialized authority will be commissioned to conduct detailed
feasibility assessments of operations that include a comprehensive
requirement evaluation, market research (public willingness and
capacity to pay), and operational spreadsheets. Ensuring the
selection of an outsourced operator follow-up assessment will be
conducted prior to the subsidization of construction expenses in
order to ensure seamless integration of construction and operation.
The Sports Administration anticipates that the establishment of
these Public Sports Centers will significantly improve the service
quality of indoor sports facilities and prompt the public to develop
regular exercise habits, improving the public's health and fitness and

propelling the domestic sports industry into a brand new era.

Olympic Gold Medal Winning Coach Positioned to
Promote Weightlifting Training at All Levels

In preparation for the Rio 2016 Olympics and the quest for
capturing gold medals, the Chinese Taipei Weightlifting Association,
backed by the Sports Administration, recruited Olympic gold medal
coach Hanxiung Yang to once again join Taiwan's weightlifting
training team. Coach Yang's vast training and competitive
experience will be instrumental in assisting Taiwan's weightlifting
team make competitive
breakthroughs, with the goals
of surpassing the 1 silver
medal won at the London
Olympics and fully realizing
the potential of our young
weightlifting sports talents.

Coach Yang is already
stationed at the National
Sports Training Center and
has begun guiding the 2014
Asian Games national team
and coordinating with the

coaching staff to allocate
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specific responsibilities. These efforts are aimed at maintaining
weightlifting excellence in international competition, striving

even further to elevate the level of competitiveness, and breaking
through to finally capture an Olympic gold medal. Aside from
inviting an Olympic gold medal coach to assist in training, modern
training facilities have been built and a world-class training center
established to provide athletes with a full-capacity and comfortable
training environment. Sports science support is also being provided
by inviting specialists and academics to form training assistance
teams designed to bolster the logistical support of athlete training
and competitive events. This supplemental support is aimed at
elevating athletes' competitiveness and achieving the highest level of
performance in international competition.

Since the number of domestic elite athletes is limited, Sports
Administration has concurrently initiated the Athletic Wave
Program to create a regimented, step-by-step training program and
competitive classification system that establishes a comprehensive
athlete cultivation and competitive participation system designed to
realize the goal of cultivating sports talents.

In recent years Taiwan's weightlifters have achieved frequent
success in international competition. The Olympics remains the
only major multi-sport event for which a champion title still eludes.
By inviting an overseas "gold medalist's coach" to Taiwan to assist
in training activities and perfecting the integration of a logistical
support team our athletes can achieve breakthrough competitive
performances on the path towards capturing gold at the Rio 2016
Olympics.

Waves of Gold Medals at the Asian Junior Table Tennis
Championships

At the 2013 Asian Junior & Cadet Table Tennis Championships
the Junior Boys' doubles partners Wei-chiech Wen and Chen-ting
Liao defeated South Korea rivals by a score of 3 to 2 to capture the
gold medal. This marked the first time in the nation's table tennis
history to have won the gold medal in boys' doubles competition
at the Asian Junior Championships. Education Minister Wei-ning
Chiang sent in a congratulation letter and encouraged athletes to
continue working hard for future success.

This was a year that saw Taiwan's table tennis sport really shine.
Earlier this year Chih-yuan Chuang and Chian-an Chen paired
to win the gold medal in men's doubles at the World Table Tennis
Championships, and not long after that Sheng-sheng Huang and
Hung-chieh Chiang partnered to capture the gold medal in men's
doubles at the 2013 Universiade. This was the third gold medal
won by the nation's men's doubles team at three different major
international competitions this year. It was as if Taiwan's table

tennis athletes took on the competition one wave after the other
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from experienced veterans to up-and-coming youth.

This year Wei-chieh Wen unexpectedly emerged as a rising force
on the scene capturing the gold medal in the Junior (under 18)
events as a dark horse at the Chinese Taipei Junior & Cadet Open.
Chen-ting Liao is one of the extraordinarily talented young athletes
with great potential whom the Sports Administration is currently
cultivating. Despite clashing with Wei-chiech Wen in the final of the
Chinese Taipei Junior & Cadet Open earlier in the year for which
Chen-ting Liao had to settle for runner-up, the two teamed up
for the first time at this year's Doha-Quatar Asian Junior & Cadet
Table Tennis Championship and went on to capture gold. These
performances exemplify the initial success reaped from the Sports
Administration's recruitment of outstanding international gold
medalist's coaches to come guide our nation's athletes and sending
our athletes with outstanding potential overseas to train, as well as
providing supplemental team-based sports science support to assist
athletes and coaches.
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2013 Sports Doping Control Officer Seminar Convened in
Xitou

In efforts to develop Taiwan's doping control officer (DCO)
specialists and stay abreast of the most up-to-date international anti-
doping codes, the Sports Administration commissioned the Chinese
Taipei Olympic Committee to convene a three-day Sports Doping
Control Officer Seminar at Nantou County's Sitou Youth Center.
There were 41 trainees who participated in the seminar.

The government attaches great importance the issue of prohibited
substances in sports and has implemented a variety of anti-doping
control measures at major sporting events. These measures are aimed

at both ensuring fairness in sports competition and preventing
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athletes from inflicting harm on their health. To this end, every
year the government commissions the Chinese Taipei Olympic
Committee to organize various anti-doping controls and monitoring
activities and hold anti-doping counseling seminars prior to each
national delegation's participation in international competition.

This year's seminar invited a senior domestic doping control
officer (DCO) to provide instruction on anti-doping control
practices and protocol. Lecture topics included the competitive
sports system, doping control security practices, blood sampling
and breath alcohol detection, and sampling methods, while practice
procedure exercises and case study presentations were also organized.
Through the application of such a wide variety of instructional
methods, it is anticipated that trainees shall gain a thorough
understanding of the DCO's responsibilities. When they actually
begin their work they will be in full compliance with World Anti-
Doping Agency (WADA) standards and thus be able to effectively
conduct doping control sampling activities.

Chun-hsien Jan Captured Taiwan's Historic First Medal at
Men's Junior World Boxing Championships

At the 2013 AIBA Junior World Boxing Championships Taiwan's
men's 52-kg category boxer Jan, Chun-hsien battled it out with the
host nation's competitor. Even though in the end he was unable to
overcome his local opponent, he still secured the bronze medal. This
was an historic first for the nation to win a medal at a men's junior
world-class event, prompting the Sports Administration Director-
general Jow-fei Ho to personally telephone the medalist to extend
congratulations and encouragement for continued success.

Facing the pressures of teammates being eliminated one after
the other, carrying a relatively slight stature, and going up against
a tough opponent from the host nation, Chun-hsien Jan showed
fierce determination aggressively attacking and never giving up.
However, he was eventually defeated by the hometown adversary
losing the match by the slightest of margins on the scorecard to
settle for the bronze medal. Despite the loss there were elements
of glory even in defeat as he became the first-ever men's boxer in
Taiwan's history to medal at a world-class boxing event, truly an
extraordinary achievement. When the news reached home it infused
a boost of needed confidence and inspiration in Taiwan's men's
boxing sport.

Chun-hsien Jan has only recently risen into prominence,
receiving just three years of formal boxing training after being
uprooted from his home in Hualien and moving to Hsinchu where
he could study and train. Emerging as an underdog to capture a
bronze medal, he is yet another example of one of the talented
athletes with outstanding potential currently being cultivated and
further testimony to the effectiveness of the Sports Administration's

training program for athletes with exceptional potential.
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Local Sports Administrators Seminar—FEstablishing
a Sophisticated and Diversified Physical Education
Curriculum Development Assistance Model

The Sports Administration's 2013 2™ Local Sports Administrators
Seminar was convened in Kinmen. This seminar's focus was on the
vision of the Sports White Paper—"Healthy Citizens, Outstanding
Competitiveness, Vibrant Taiwan." It introduced a gamut of sports
policies and illustrated Taiwan's school, public and competitive
sports development, along with integrating the sports industry and
personnel cultivation policy guidelines.

School physical education courses and instruction provide
students with a way to gain sports knowledge and skills and establish
a foundation of correct exercise habits. One of the focal points
of this seminar was on School Physical Education Curriculum
Development and Vision, striving to design a sophisticated,
diversified, and integrated physical education curriculum that
enhances curriculum quality. Scholars and professionals were invited
to share actual experiences and engage in exchanges and dialogue
with local government sports administrators with the objective of
improving the curriculum and quality of instruction and provide
references and a blueprint for the promotion of physical education
instruction for local governments.

Additionally, to establish curriculum development assistance
models that facilitate the design of sophisticated and diversified
physical education curriculum, the Sports Administration is
presently drafting plans for a School Physical Education Curriculum
Development Program. This program is anticipated to establish a
physical education curriculum development mechanism to advance
the systematic, steady development of the sports curriculum and

instructional material.

"Pushing Hands" Double Nith Commendation Ceremony
Pays Tribute to the Unsung Heroes

In celebration of the Double Nith Sports Day the Ministry of
Education, Chinese Taipei Olympic Committee, and the Republic
of China Sports Federation jointly organized the Sports Activists
Awards and School Sports Outstanding Organization and Individual
Awards commendation ceremonies.

In 2009 the Sports Affairs Council began holding the
Sports Activists Awards as a means of honoring the enterprises,
organizations and individuals whom provide sponsorship and
enthusiastic promotion of the nation's sports initiatives. Awards
are divided into three categories: Sponsorship Award, Promotion
Award, and Special Award, and further subdivided into gold, silver
and bronze classes with Sponsorship Amount and Promotion
Seniority used as evaluation criteria.

This year a total of 24 enterprises were awarded, including 34
sponsorship and 6 promotion category awards. Four enterprises—
Taiwan Power Company, Taiwan Cooperative Commercial Bank

2013 Tertiary School Sports Administration Seminar Aims

at Implementing Policies and Inspiring Innovation
Improving school sports administrative quality and implementing

school sports policies is essential for tertiary institutions to pursue

thorough development and excellence in sports. With this in

mind, the Sports Administration held the 2013 Tertiary School

Sports Director Seminar at the National Kaohsiung University of
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Applied Sciences. This is an annual seminar convened to bolster
correspondence, coordination of affairs, and sports policy advocacy
among tertiary institution administrators, and effectively broaden
the vision of tertiary institution sports.

This year's seminar contents included the Sports White Paper and
work reports, inviting professionals and scholars to present special
topic lectures and reports and to devise focus topics for members
to divide up and engage in group discussion. Tertiary institution
sports administrators must strive for being proactive, progressive,
and innovative. The Sports Administration expects them to
thoroughly probe and ascertain the topics presented at this year's
seminar, and anticipates that the exchange of tertiary institution
sports experiences will inspire and benefit all the school's sports
administrators and affairs. All sports administrators are encouraged
to fully devote their energies to sports development and work

together in the pursuit of excellence.

Promotion of Sports Corporate Sponsorship Plan Achieves
Initial Results

Sports benefits the nation's reputation and the health and welfare
of the public. However, the government's budgetary limitations
makes it impossible to shoulder such a vast scope of sports
disciplines along with their competitive events, basic facilities, and
the nurturing of so many athletes. In order to actively encourage the
private sector to join in the efforts, the Sports Administration has
drafted and is actively advancing the Promotion of Sports Corporate
Sponsorship Plan. The Plan has already shown positive initial
results with Hon Hai Group and Ruentex Group among the many
corporations signing up to participate.

To facilitate full implementation of these measures, the Sports
Administration has drafted plans to establish a corporate sponsor
sports media platform. One facet involves setting up a dedicated
service portal for sports sponsorship that will bolster horizontal
cooperation and communication channels between enterprises
and athletes. Another involves establishing a review and evaluation
mechanism that ensures the openness and transparency of
sponsorship funding.
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The Sports Administration anticipates this plan will secure
support from at least 100 enterprises, sponsorship of 50 athletes
and sports organizations, and sponsorship of 10 competitive events.
These contributions will enable the nation's sports development to

achieve even greater heights.
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Asian Archery Championships Chian-ying Le Takes Aim at
First Gold Medal in International Competition

The 18" Asian Archery Championships 2013 was held at the
Grand Taipei Arena Stadium from 30" October to 2™ November.
The Asian Archery Championships is held every two years and
this was the first time Taiwan has held Asia's highest level of
competition. The results of the competition are recognized by the
World Archery Federation and the points are used to tally world
rankings. This is a world-class international competitive event of the
highest standards.

Over 300 elite competitors from 20 Asian nations and regions
will participate in this event. Top Chinese Taipei archers will
compete, including 2013 World Archery Championships Mixed
Team Recurve bronze medalists Cheng-wei Kuo and Ya-ting Tan,
the accomplished veteran Chih-hao Wang and Taiwan's top-ranked
women's compound bow archer I-jou Huang.

Taiwan's archers are among Asia's top three competitors. The
Chinese Taipei team lived up to expectations as they continued
building upon the momentum of taking the bronze medal at
the World Archery Championships in Turkey by successtully
monopolizing on their home advantage. In the end, Taiwan's
Chian-ying Le, a.k.a. "Goddess of Thunder" defeated her South
Korean adversary to capture the gold medal in Women's Recurve
and Cheng-wei Kuo and Ya-ting Tan took the bronze medal in

Mixed Team Recurve.
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2013 Boxing Stars Shine Bright

As a follow-up to Yu-hsuan Chen capturing the 48-kg category
bronze medal at the 2011 Women's Youth & Junior World Boxing
Championships, once again men's boxer Chun-hsien Jan captured
the bronze medal in the 52-kg category at this year's 2013 AIBA
Junior World Boxing Championships. Two weeks later, the
women's junior 75-kg category boxer, Nien-chin Chen, and the
women's youth 51-kg category boxer Yu-ting Lin, both captured
gold medals at the 2013 Women's Youth & Junior World Boxing
Championships, historic victories that handed the nation its first

gold medals in world boxing championship competition.
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Record Best Performance at the 6 Tianjin East Asian
Games 2013

The 6" Tianjin East Asian Games 2013 was held from 6™ to
15" October 2013 in Tianjin, China. In all there were a total of
24 sports—aquatics (swimming and diving), athletics, badminton,
basketball, baseball, bowling, cycling, dancesport, dragon boat,
fencing, football, hockey, gymnastics, judo, karate, shooting,
squash, table tennis, tackwondo, tennis, soft tennis, volleyball,
weightlifting, and wushu. These included 16 Olympics sports and 8
non-Olympics sports and featured 254 competitive events.

At this edition of the East Asian Games in Tianjin, the Chinese
Taipei delegation included a total of 350 athletes, competing in 24
events and winning a total of 91 medals—17 gold, 28 silver, and 46
bronze. The gold medal total not only exceeded that of the previous
East Asian Games held in Hong Kong, but also set the record for
the most gold medals won by the Chinese Taipei delegation at this
competitive event. The 91 total medals also exceeds the 89 taken at
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the last edition and among the 9 competing nations Chinese Taipei
placed 4" overall. These record-breaking performances are truly

extraordinary and praiseworthy achievements.
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Healthy Corporate Swim Meet, Employees Swim for
LOHAS

The annual Healthy Corporate Swim Meet was held 12" October
at the University of Taipei Tianmu campus swimming pool. The
Huihsing Lifesaving Angels got the festivities off to a lively start
with a lifesaving drill demonstration. Nearly 1000 employees
representing companies from all major sectors throughout
Taiwan came to take part in these healthy swimming events, with
extraordinary swimming skills and company spirit on full display.
There was also an assortment of peripheral activities for everyone,
such as fun contests, a carnival, first aid advocacy, and sports
training activities, providing an enjoyable LOHAS weekend for the
entire family.

General Chamber of Commerce of the Republic of China
(ROCCOC) Chairman Pen-tsao Chang emphasized that from
a business management perspective: "'Healthy employees are an
enterprise's greatest asset.” With a healthy mind and body every
participant is a winner and having healthy employees directly
benefits an enterprise's operations.”

Sports Administration Director-general Jow-fei Ho stated:
"According to a Sports City rankings survey 30 to 40-year-old office
workers striving to work their way up the corporate ladder are the

group getting the least exercise. Your body starts giving you warning
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signs when you have neglected your health. The Healthy Corporate
Swim Meet is also a symbolic call for all the nation's people to get
up and exercise! Employees must have a healthy mind and body

to compete for career advancement and an enterprise must have
healthy employees to be competitive. This swim meet provides
corporate teams with a platform to interact and build friendships,
and hopes to encourage more employees to take part in regular

exercise."

2013 National Games 14 Events and 25 Record-Breaking
Performances

Upon President Ma's announcement for the games to begin, the
2013 National Games officially got underway on 19* October at the
Taipei Arena. This event enjoyed enthusiastic support from Taipei
City residents and received prompt, complete news coverage from
all major media sources. It was made possible by the meticulous
planning of National Games Organizing Committee personnel
and ground staff, and the seamless coordination and assistance
from local city and county governments and various national sports
associations. There were 8,777 participants (6,334 athletes and
2,443 staff) representing 22 counties nationwide participating in
this 6-day competition and competing for victory in 34 events and
a total of 368 medals. By the time the Games had drawn to an end
on 24" October, national records had been broken 28 times in 16
events, records were tied 2 times in 2 events, and 109 athletes broke
National Games records in 57 events, 5 athletes set new National
Games records in 5 events, and in 2 events 3 athletes tied the
National Games record. Kaohsiung City captured 61 gold, 53 silver,
and 62 bronze medals to win 1% Place; Taipei City secured 58 gold,
55 silver, and 48 bronze medals for 2™ Place; and New Taipei City
took 57 gold, 56 silver, and 42 bronze medals for 3" Place.

The 2015 National Games will be held by the Kaohsiung City
Government. Athletes will gather once again to showcase their
talents and light up the arena with more brilliant performances.

Sports Makes Traveling More Exciting!

In order to promote the sports industry and encourage inter-
industry integration models for the sports service and travel and
tourism industries, the Sports Administration's booth for Sports
Tourism debuted at the 2013 Taipei International Travel Fair (ITF).
The Sports Administration assisted tourism industry operators sell
custom designed sports tour packages for domestic consumers to
help people realize that "sports makes traveling more exciting!"
These "Premium Sports Tours" include "Sun Moon Lake Swimming
and Cycling Aguabike GO," "Hualien-Taitung Stream Tracing
Cavalry Amphibious Fun," "East Railway Journey—Taitung and
Hualien Section," and "Cycling in valley from Hualien-Taitung."
The Sports Tourism Theme Hall offered the public an opportunity
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to get great deals on healthy trips and learn about different kinds of
Sports tours.

The promotion of this policy is geared at promoting premium
quality sports consumer products for the public to enjoy. Specialized
sports service industry involvement will allow consumers to feel
the "movement" produced by the "premium value." Thus, the
Sports Administration is counting on "tourism sports encounters”
and anticipating inter-industry collaboration will establish diverse
specialized sports service models as well as increasing employment
opportunities for professional sports personnel.

At the 2013 ITF Sports Tourism Theme Hall the public
purchased a variety of tour packages and obtained preferential
prices unavailable through other channels because the Sports
Administration provides subsidies and coupon discounts. Though
the target of these subsidies are travel agencies, the subsidy amounts
are based on accounting of sports outlays and sales amounts.
Tourism operators are on the one hand required to enhance
sports service quality and on the other hand pass on the monetary
allowance to the consumers as a stipulation for them to receive
higher subsidies. This makes for a win-win-win situation—for the
public, travel and tourism industry, and sports service industry.

National School Folk Sports Competition!

In order to implement the normalization of sports instruction
in schools, promote folk sports activities on campus, provide more
diversified learning channels, and nurture exercise habits that
students will enjoy for their whole lives, on 27" October 2013
the Sports Administration held the 2013 National School Folk
Sports Competition. This competition was first held in 2001 and
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is charging ahead into its twelfth year. Backed by assistance from
the education bureaus of each local city and county government
and the National University of Tainan, it combines the specialized
characteristics of each school with competition held in a total of
11 sports—dragon dances, lion dances, shuttlecock kicking, rope
jumping, diabolo, wun battle array, wu battle array, bricklaying,
meteor balls, mired stick, and Chinese knot gyroscope. This year's
event was a grand occasion attracting roughly 5,000 participants
from around Taiwan.

Folk sports competitions at schools of all levels are the largest
scale folk sporting events in Taiwan, and are a bastion for promoting
folk sports development and providing students with the best
platform for exchanges. In addition to the national competition,
there were also stalls with traditional arts, crafts, and foods and
landscape sketching and photography contests, blending folk sports,
culture, and arts together and putting the diversity of sports events

on full display.
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Get Wise and Exercise--Exercise Makes You Smart!

To help teachers, students and the general population clearly
understand the concept of "sports and exercise enhances learning
capacity and attention span,” the Sports Administration specifically
produced the Supplement Your Brain—Intelligence and Learning
Through Sports and Exercise video expose, which will be broadcasted
through TV channels and also on electronic bulletin board
broadcasts in schools at all levels. We anticipate that it will deeply
engrain and reinforce the concept of "sports and exercise enhances
learning capacity” and result in greater impetus for the balanced
development of physical education curricula on campus. This
physical education curricula will provide an effective means of
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cultivating well-rounded students balanced in the Confucian five
aspects of ethics: moral, intellectual, physical, social and aesthetic.

The Sports Administration actively promotes physical education
in schools to provide students with well-balanced development. The
strategies listed below are aimed at increasing the amount students
exercise to more than 30 minutes per day and over 210 minutes of
exercise per week:

1. Set aside time in the mornings, between classes, and after
school for physical activities in order to cultivate regular exercise
habits;

2. Encourage flexible scheduling of physical education classes in
schools;

3. Encourage schools to regularly organize sports activities and
integrate large-scale competitive events and activities to expand
opportunities for students to participate in community and inter-
school exchanges;

4. Increase the sports club participation rate and develop the "one
person, one sport and one school, one specialty" principle. Schools
should open up a full range of sports clubs, providing students with
a supportive environment that will result in increasing the rate of
participation in sports clubs. This will facilitate the development of
each individual's unique skills in a specific sport, and by doing so,
propel the development of all types of sports and operation modes.

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2013 Taiwan Japan Baseball Challenges—Return of Glory

In preparation for the 2014 Asian Games in Incheon the Chinese
Taipei Baseball Association invited the Japanese Samurai to play
a three-game series in Taiwan against the Chinese Taipei Baseball
Team.

The national team put forth a superb performance at the
World Baseball Classic, and the nation's efforts to strengthen
competitiveness have attracted the attention of Japanese baseball
circles. This match-up with the Chinese Taipei Baseball Team
advances Taiwan-Japan baseball exchanges, helps both sides cultivate
young baseball talent, and offers valuable international competitive
experience.

The Chinese Taipei Baseball Association has been actively
coordinating with Japan's Yomiuri Giants since June of this year,
and the Taipei Economic and Cultural Representative Office
in Japan and the Association of East Asian Relations have also
provided substantial assistance to make this Taiwan-Japan series

in Taiwan a reality. Considering that the national teams of Taiwan

Guoguang Sports Medal and Scholarship Revisions
Mulling Inclusion of Professional Competition and
Baseball Classic

Following numerous panel discussions among specialists and
scholars and public hearing processes, the Ministry of Education
has released a preliminary announcement of the Guoguang Sports
Medal and Scholarships revision content. In addition to increasing
the Guoguang First Level First Class (1™ place at Olympics)
Scholarship amounts, it has also has included international
professional competition and the World Baseball Classic as
Guoguang Sports Medal and Scholarship events. This revision is in
line with international competitive sports development trends and
substantially upgrades incentives for the nation's athletes.

This revision process went through 14 specialist and scholar panel
discussions and 2 public hearings. Factoring in current international
sports competition and sports policy objectives, the Guoguang First
Level First Class Scholarship increased from NT$12 million to
NT$20 million, a sum that conveys the emphasis on Olympic gold
medal athletes and further encourages athletes to make capturing
the Olympic gold their career aspiration.

Due to the recent spectacular performances by Taiwanese
professional athletes, the Sports Administration has for the first time
included international professional competition for Olympic Sports
eligible to receive Guoguang Medal and Scholarship. In the future
professional athletes with exceptional performances in professional
competition will be eligible to receive the Guoguang Medal and
Scholarship to honor their achievements and contributions to the
nation.

In light of the unique natures and levels of exposure among the
various professional sports, the Sports Administration will continue
to assemble domestic and overseas specialists and scholars to hold
discussions and deliberations on incentive methods and content
for professional competition. During the preliminary phases,
suggestions will be gathered from the various disciplines to realign
the Guoguang Medal and Scholarship mechanism in tune with the
pulse of the nation's competitive sports development.

Taiwan-Hungary Sport Forum, Sports Exchanges Charges
Ahead

The Sports Administration and the Hungarian Trade Office
joined together to promote the 2013 Taiwan-Hungary Sport
Forum. Following an exchange visit in May from Berki Krisztian,
Hungary's London Olympics pommel horse gold medalist; in July,

Novak Ferenc, the Sydney Olympics canoe gold medalist, was
successfully recruited to participate in training our nation's athletes.
And through ongoing efforts and mutual cooperation, in November
initiatives expanded into the 2013 Taiwan-Hungary Sport Forum.

Hungary perennially performs well at the Olympic Games,
averaging 8 gold medals in her recent participation of the games.
The Sports Administration believes that the sports development
policies and practices of Hungary offers a lot to learn from. The
forum topics include: How to create gold medalists; selection,
cultivation and training of athletes; Hungarian national sports
policies; operation and management of sports organizations; and
sports communication.

Hungarian national sports affairs officials, senior representatives
of the Hungarian Olympic Committee, and sports academics
came to participate in this Forum. In addition to the perpetuation
of this year's Taiwan-Hungarian Sport Exchange Plan, the Sports
Administration expects this Forum to further expand sports
exchanges between the two nations. By introducing a broad scope
of resources to bolster the nation's sports development foundations
and competitiveness, Taiwan will be able to achieve its international

competition medal goals in the future.

Sports Administration Actively Promotes Sports Industry
Creating a "Pushing Hands Flourishing Economy"

The Sports Administration sports services industry held a 2013
Achievements Conference inviting the sports service providers
and students whom received support and assistance to share
their experiences. The Sports Administration actively promotes
a wide variety of sports services and assistance measures such as
helping operators attain operational working capital, crossindustry
collaboration, allowances for students to attend sports competitions
and activities, cooperation between operators and schools, elevating
the capacity of sports industry research and development, and

cultivating sports industry talent. Up to now, implementation
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of these measures has resulted in the approval of loan guarantees
worth over NT$270 million to sports service providers and the total
amount of subsidies has reached NT$30 million, with more than
130 sports service providers, 120 schools at all levels, and 8,200
members of the general public benefiting.

Students from Sanmin Elementary School in Fusing Township,
Taoyuan have routinely attended professional baseball games
through the support of Sports Administration allowances. This has
given children the opportunity to attend professional baseball games
together and experience the thrill of watching professional sports
live for the first time. Moreover, among the operators that have
received Sports Administration loan credit guarantee assistance, Mr.
Ming-yan Song, the proprietor of a kung fu supplies and equipment
business, shared his company's success in obtaining bank loans
thanks to the Sports Administration loan credit guarantee. This
capital influx allowed his small enterprise to successfully corporatize
operations and expand the scale of operations from one to three
store locations.

The Sports Administration has set up an office dedicated to sports
services promoting a full spectrum of assistance measures that assists
sport service providers strengthen operations and their capacity to
provide superior quality products and services. This support allows
more of the public who enjoy
sports and exercise to actively
develop regular exercise habits,
further enhancing the overall
output of the sports service
industry and promoting a
thriving sports industry. These
committed efforts will allow the
sports industry to truly become
a "pushing hands flourishing

economy."

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construction of the Taiwan round-island bike path network, striving
to provide cycling enthusiasts with an optimal bicycle riding
environment.

"Connectivity" and "optimization" remain the Sports
Administration's emphasis for providing ongoing assistance to local
governments, the Ministry of Interior, Ministry of Transportation
and Communications, and Environmental Protection
Administration. These interagency resources will be allocated to
promote the effective integration of tourism, industry, employment,
and peripheral land development. From 2013 to 2016, a total of
470 km of new bicycle path construction is due for completion,
which will integrate the sports and tourism industries and effectively
cultivate the development of cross-border areas.

From 2002 to 2011, the National Council on Sports and Physical
Education and the Sports Affairs Council authorities (previous
designations for the current Sports Administration, Ministry of
Education) completed construction of over 2,000 km of bicycle
path including the connection of the New Taipei City to Miaoli
County round-island route. To provide an optimal and safe cycling
environment, the Taipei area has already inspected the bicycle tour
environment extending from New Taipei City to Miaoli County,

a 615 km bicycle pathway, striving to provide the population with
an optimal bicycling environment. The Sports Administration
anticipates that the improvements to the bicycle path network
will spur the development of peripheral tourism and recreation
industries, enabling Taiwan to continue on its path destined to

become an internationally renowned cycling island.

The first edition of the Black Panther Pennant National High
School Baseball Tournament officially commenced with the opening
game held at the Taipei Municipal Tianmu Baseball Stadium on
1" December. On 2™ December the one and a half months of
competition continued with games held synchronously in both
Taipei and the Taichung Baseball Stadium. The Black Panther
Pennant is a nationwide high school baseball tournament, and this
year 51 high schools from counties across the nation have registered
to participate. The tournament adopts the Japanese Koshien single-
elimination format, allows aluminum bats, and student Baseball
Clubs can also register to participate. These measures have been
implemented to encourage more high schools to join in and support
baseball, reviving the glory of over 100 teams competing for the
Gold Dragon Pennant!

Participating teams gathered at the Taipei Municipal Jiankuo
High School's, formerly known as Taipei First High School,
Dream of the Red Chamber Hall to participate in an opening
press conference. Dai-kang Yang, a star Taiwanese baseball player
currently playing in Japan's Nippon Professional Baseball (NPB)
league, and the famous Taiwanese directors Te-sheng Wei and
Chih-hsiang Ma were in attendance to add a celebrity touch in
promoting this occasion. Moreover, in order to generate greater
interest in developing high school baseball, Videoland Television
Network will telecast every Black Panther Pennant game. Live
telecasts are expected to exceed 40 games, setting a new record for

the most games for a high school tournament broadcast since the
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Gold Dragon Pennant. In addition to broadcasting games, closeup
features on specific schools' daily training regimens and players'
lifestyle will give the public an insightful look at the everyday lives

of high school baseball players.

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Student Baseball League Coaching Continuing Education
Workshop Setting Up a Coaching Registration System to
Elevate Knowledge and Capability

The Sports Administration has set up an effective coaching
registration system that enhances the moral character, instructional
skills and specialized knowledge of elementary and middle school
baseball league coaches. The Student Baseball League Coaching
Continuing Education Workshop has been held annually since
2000, and provides a minimum of 18 hours of coursework
involving moral character, legal aspects, the basics of sports training,
and baseball knowledge courses designed to elevate the quality of
baseball competitiveness.

To advocate the concepts of "sports principles and a lifetime of
upstanding moral character,” the Student Baseball League rules of
competition clearly stipulate that coaches who register students
for competition must participate in the Student Baseball League
Coaching Continuing Education Workshop at least one time
and receive a baseball league competitive coaching license. If a
coach fails to obtain a license within 4 years time, starting in 2014
onwards those without licenses shall be denied access to register and
participate in Student Baseball League competition. This will be the

tenth time the enhanced training of baseball coaches has been held
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from 2000 to 2013 with a total of 740 coaches participating. The
Sports Administration anticipates this wellrounded training that
involves an understanding of a diversity of disciplines can help shape
a sports environment with an emphasis on moral character and
health. The 2013 Student Baseball League Coaching Continuing
Education Workshop was held in four regional locations containing
workshops of four levels with a total of 400 participants.

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2013 HBL Preliminaries Televised Showcasing Players'
Performances Nationwide

The High School Basketball League (HBL) group preliminaries
schedule began in November. The Sports Administration and the
Senior High School Sport Federation announced this year's theme
"HBL Hero Strikes." The meaning represents the efforts of each
player working hard and giving it their all; basically, if you are on
the court you are a hero, and it also pumps up the energy level for
the exciting competition.

This year, as in the past, HBL is divided into four groups: Class A
Men and Women and Class B Men and Women, with a total of 346
teams and 6,596 participants. Among them there are 26 Class A
Men's teams and 12 Class A Women's teams and 217 Class B Men's
teams and 91 Class B Women's teams. All groups increased in
number compared to last year and that means the HBL competition
will be amped up at an even higher intensity level than before.
Matchups in the Class A Men's competition are highly anticipated

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due to the reformatted competitive bracketing having only the top 8
teams from last year automatically qualify and leaving the other 18
teams open for a fierce battle to secure the remaining 8 qualifying
spots. The rest of the competition is bound to get even hotter.

This year marks the first time HBL preliminary rounds have been
televised. In addition to its continued support of student sporting
events, the Sports Administration hopes that competitive events in
other sports' leagues can have as much success as HBL, sparking a
lively sports atmosphere on campus and encouraging all students to

stay healthy and maintain regular exercise habits.

2013 Elite Awards Life time Achievement Award and
Excellence Awards Finalists Released!

The Sports Administration announced that the 2013 Elite
Awards Lifetime Achievement Award winner goes out to the late
Chinese Professional Baseball League (CPBL) EDA Rhinos Head
Coach Sheng-ming Hsu. Head Coach Hsu passed away earlier this
year in August. His life highlights an exciting and legendary chapter
in Taiwan baseball history. In his playing years, as a member of the
Tainan Giants little league team, he represented Chinese Taipei in
victorious international competition relying on talent, hard work,
acumen and tenacity. This was the first time the Taiwanese public
had the opportunity to enjoy the thrilling drama of history being
made on television before their eyes as the team won the world
championship. His Chinese Taipei national teams later went on to
successively becomes the first double crown and then triple crown
champions, and he also broke the world Big League Baseball (a
division of Little League Baseball) record for strikeouts. During his
coaching career, he set the CPBL record of 715 victories, and served
as the Head Coach of the Chinese Taipei Baseball Team, successfully
leading the team into international competition, winning valiantly
and gaining glory for the nation. In addition to these achievements,
Coach Hsu was dedicated to promoting local sports development,
such as his involvement in the Mei Nong little league baseball
Ten-Year Plan, essentially devoting his entire life to nurturing
and developing baseball in Taiwan. It is the culmination of these
contributions that the Sports Association overwhelmingly recognizes
as deserving of being awarded the Elite Awards highest honor—the
Lifetime Achievement Award.

In 2013, the nation performed marvelously in major sporting
events and even though all of the nominees from the various
disciplines are worthy of receiving this award, as is the case with any
award, unfortunately, it is impossible to accommodate everyone. On
18" December the Sports Administration will award the recipients
of each category and cordially invites all of this year's elite athletes
and their families and friends to come applaud these extraordinary
performances.
