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The Olympic Museum is the
universal depository of the writ-
ten, visual and graphic memory
of the Olympic Games. It brings
together and raises awareness of
the Olympic Movement’s histori-
cal records.

It possesses the world’s most
prestigious collection of Olympic
objects: from sports equipment,

torches and medals to mascots,



posters, stamps, coins and pins,
not forgetting a rare collection
testifying to the splendour of the
Ancient Games or the many items
recalling the life and work of
Pierre de Coubertin.

A lively, interactive and wel-
coming place for exchanges and
encounters, the Olympic Mu-
seum successtully combines sport
and culture in its programme of
temporary exhibitions, confer-
ences, seminars and concerts. In
the years since its opening, the
Museum has become increasingly
outward-looking, offering its col-
lections and knowledge around
the world and playing an impor-
tant role in spreading the Olympic
spirit.
