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The purposes of this study were to survey the opinions of teachers and students on writing assess-

ment for the Basic Competence Test in junior high school, and to explore the correlations between

the test and students' writing capacity.  The subjects were 295 teachers and 2,556 ninth-grade stu-

dents from twenty-seven junior high school of nineteen cities in Taiwan. The data were gathered

from teacher questionnaire, student questionnaire, and the result of the test, which were analyzed

with descriptive statistics, Chi-square test and Spearman rank correlation.  The results of this study

were significantly different on the opinions of teachers and students on writing assessment for the

Basic Competence Test. The teachers affirmed writing topic, writing format, and writing prompt

of the writing assessment, and they supported to use the writing assessment as part of their senior

high school entrance exam. However, most students did not show their positions for this issue.

Based on the results of this study, some suggestions were provided for the writing assessment.
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
