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Contemporary Trends and Methodological Issues of Student’s
Experiential Curriculum

Abstract

Although student’s experience has been emphasized on the importance of the
development and implementation of curriculum recently, it still has been neglected in
curriculum studies. In order to promote the quality of the study, there are three aspects that
are discussed. First of all, to explore the discourse of student’s experiential curriculum
which important curriculum scholars advocated in Western curriculum history. Second, to
collect theses and journals, and to discuss the trends and problems of student’s experiential
curriculum. Third, to analyze the main methodological issues. It includes (1)basic theory of
student’s experiential curriculum, (2)production of knowledge and construction of subject,
(3)research finding and curriculum praxi, (4)the relationship between student’s voice and
experiential curriculum. Finally, based the results of the research above, to provide some

suggestions for future experiential curriculum research.
