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A Study of the Development of Reading
Policy in the United States

Abstract

Reading capacity is the key index of the success of civil education and national
competitiveness. As a land for immigration, the United States has encountered
the problem of the unequal capacity of reading among students. Aware of the
negative consequence of such fact, the federal government had introduced
various policies, hoping to give all students the same capacity of reading.
After having studied the documents, analysed the policies of American reading
challenges, reading first, race to the top etc., we divide them into 4 phases:
reading promoting, reading challenging, reading first and reading to the top. Our

work shows that these policies have well promoted reading.
