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Abstract

Unlike psychological approach that views
mental conditions as the crucial elements to
influence students’ academic achievements,

critical-radical sociologists argue that cultures
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generate a more profound influence on this
issue. This cultural approach highlights the
inequity of educational results as a structured
social phenomenon rather than as a personal
matter. However, the actions that most teachers
undertake largely confine within a rather narrow
scope --- instrumental rationality, employing
mental accounts to justify the normal distribution
of students’ academic performances. They
generally view those students who have middle
and upper levels of academic performances as
a normal part in student formation. In contrast,
others, who are mainly from working class
families and display poor achievements, are
classified into an abnormal part. As a result, most
teaching methods, developing from excellent
students, cannot meet the nature of working class
students. In order to improve this structured
problem, we need to abandon the normalized
pedagogy, formed by psychic orientation, and
adopt a cultural perspective to develop creative
pedagogy that could be developed from excellent

students from the working class.
