Differentiated Teaching in a Primary
School in the United States: A
Perspective of Culturally
Responsive Practice

Abstract

A school is a cultural ecology system, with students of diversified
backgrounds. The school should respect the value of differentiation
rather than that of unified standards. Teaching practice is seen as cultural
mediation instead of cultural transmission. This is a one-year case study
in a US primary school with students from multiple cultural backgrounds,
with the aim to understand how the school administration and teachers
respond to students’ multicultural backgrounds and implement
differentiated teaching. Being a volunteer parent in school, the researcher
participated in various schools activities. The data were collected mainly
from environment observation, informal interviews with the staff, and
teaching observation in k-1 classrooms. The story of students’ school
life was based on the researcher’s two children. It was found that in the
school where differentiation is taken for granted, teachers all hold positive
attitude toward differences. They develop different teaching objectives,
tiered materials, and flexible learning pace based on students' needs. This
has been an enlightening process for the researcher to modify the biased
mono-cultural standards towards positive cultural framework, to see
differentiation among students as potential capital instead of liability.
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
