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Abstract

In Taiwan, education regarding cultural
heritage preservation was first included as part of
central government laws and regulations when an
amendment to the Cultural Heritage Preservation
Act was announced in 2014. However, a number
of Euro-American countries had already begun the
discussion on cultural heritage education in the 1990s.
For example, the Council of Europe has gradually
established policies and research projects on this subject
in recent years. The term ‘heritage education’ may
sound straightforward enough, but when people
apply this term in discussion their perception of this
term may cause them to refer to different or even
conflicting concepts. What is heritage education
anyway? How is it different to historical teaching?
Is the content of local culture education, which was
started in the 1990s in Taiwan, consistent with the
current concept of ‘heritage education’ ? In our fast-
changing contemporary society, what kind of role
should heritage education play? How can a museum,
the most relevant party within the macro-environment
of social education and cultural heritage, address the

development and demands for heritage education?
