The Notions of Critical Pedagogy and
Their Implications for Teacher-Pupil
Interactions

Abstract

Different from the perspectives of cultural reproduction, the researchers of
critical pedagogy highlight the emancipating and reconstructive functions of
education, serving as the base for creating democratic society. Alongside this
approach, this article attempts to comment on the key notions reserachers like P.
Freire and H. Giroux. These researchers argue that education needs to be viewed
as a cultural forum, for which teachers need to possess the cultural-critique
ability that frees them from the constraints of social values so as to construct
a democratic dialogue context in which students are free to express their own
cultural experiences and viewpoints. Such a context is able to help students
develop independent and critical values, functioning to move society toward
democracy. Although such perspectives are mainly confined within the scope of
social value, their key notions could benefit the interaction between teachers and
