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The present and the future possibilities of Liberal Studies
in Hong Kong

Abstract

This paper discusses the status and development of Liberal Studies from three different
orientations of curriculum implementation. It is argued that schools and teachers tend
to adopt a mutual adaptation orientation to implement the Liberal Studies curriculum
with varying modes of module design as well as teaching and learning. Challenges are
identified during curriculum implementation. It is proposed that it may be desirable to
move towards a curriculum enactment orientation in future implementation.
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
