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Abstract

This paper is to examine the cross-sectional management of national basic
education and international education and to explore the means through
which the former may benefit from the latter. It is hoped that international
education can serve to facilitate the realization of the ideals of national
basic education without bringing in interference and obstruction. The
national education reform movement has led to a lot of disputes and
debates, even to the extent of obscuring the argument. However, as
international education is an irreversible trend in Taiwan, the incorporation
of the cross-cultural understanding acquired may be a valuable asset in the
innovation of national basic education. This paper provides schools with
three suggestions: (1) promote multi-culture education trough international
exchange activities, (2) develop curriculum based on interest in global
issues, and (3) encourage autonomous learning with cross-cultural
perspective.
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
