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Abstract

This book discusses the purpose and function of western catalog, bibliographic

principles and bibliographic relationship and the development of OPAC in 19th and

20th centuries. There are some suggestions for Chinese library catalog development

as follows:

1. Sir Thomas Bodley devoted himself to the new library of Oxford University, and

Andrew Mannsell set up the model of western catalog.

2. It is necessary to add the contents and function of bibliography in Taiwan.

3. The biographies of Panizzi and Lubetzdy should be introduced separately.

4. The title of the book may be changed as "The Study of Western Library Catalog."
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
