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2011 Cultural Statistics
Abstract

Culture encompasses the human life by concretely manifesting itself through a diversity of material
on dimensions of food, clothing, housing, transportation, education, and entertainment. Culture reflects
the overall value and meaning of a society. Culture is most commonly defined as a complex system that
includes knowledge, beliefs, literature and arts, ethics, laws, customs, and characteristics and habits
that are essential to the members of a society. The United Nations Educational, Scientific, and Cultural
Organization (UNESCO) asserted that "Culture should be regarded as the set of distinctive spiritual,
material, intellectual, and emotional features of society or a social group; it encompasses, in addition to
art and literature, lifestyles, ways of living together, value systems, traditions, and beliefs" (UNESCO,
2009, p. 9). Therefore, tangible and intangible cultures are two important aspects of cultural expression.
Traditionally, culture is a naturally evolving and cumulative process. Because of the recent advancements
in modern systems, cultural and social developments have become inseparable. Thus, cultural policies
have become a crucial element in national policies. Decision-making, budgeting, implementation, and
evaluation are measures that promote cultural development. Consequently, obtaining cultural statistics is a
key task for modern countries. The UNESCQ's 2009 publication of the Framework for Cultural Statistics
defined cultural statistics as a method to define culture through the "identification and measurement of
the behaviors and practices resulting from the beliefs and values" of a society (p. 9). Cultural statistics
focuses on practices that are "partially cultural," such as the performance of economic and social activities,
rather than "purely cultural" dimensions (UNESCO, 2009, p. 10). In summary, cultural statistics involves
quantifying dimensions such as cultural environment, policies, measures, organizations, activities,
productions, and behaviors to categorize, process, document, and present relevant data. This facilitates
understanding regarding cultural phenomena, which can provide a basis for research analyses, operations,

and justifications, as well as a reference for decision-making in private or public institutions.

The existing cultural statistic framework and statistical items used in 2010 were adopted for the 2011
Taiwan Cultural Statistics, which was divided into four domains: culture and administration, culture and
education, culture and society, and culture and economy. The Ministry of Culture, R.O.C. was formally
established in 2012; therefore, the Council for Cultural Affairs (CCA), predecessor to the Ministry
of Culture and responsible for domestic cultural affairs, conducted the 2011 cultural statistics. The
presentation of historical data was emphasized in the 2011 Taiwan Cultural Statistics to express Taiwan's
cultural development trends in light of new social transformations. Compared to 2010, government
investments in culture significantly increased in 2011. The proportion of cultural expenditure budget in
the total budget of the central government was the highest in the past decade. The Council of Cultural
Affairs and its subsidiary organizations exhibited a 31.44% budget growth, and the budget for culture for

local governments increased by 31.15%. Investments by the government were reflected by the public's
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participation in cultural events. The number of attendees for artistic and cultural activities throughout
Taiwan exceeded 200 million in 2011, which was a 6.09% increase compared to 2010. The overall
cultural participation rate for various types of cultural activities (e.g., mass communication, visual arts,
performance arts, cultural and artistic institutions and facilities, and cultural arts and folk festivals) also
exhibited an increase, but living arts showed a slight reduction in the participation rate. Because of limited
human resource growth, the budget execution rate of 2011 was lower than that of 2010, and investments in
private sectors were less prevalent compared to 2010. Cultural employment and revenue performance of
industries decreased or exhibited minimal growth. The following section explains Taiwan's 2011 cultural

statistics analysis results.

The culture and administration domain primarily shows the organizational system, human
resources, funds, and additions and amendments of laws and regulations for public, private, and the
third (i.e., voluntary) sectors in 2011. The 2011 cultural expenditure budget of the central government
was NTD$27,938.18 million, whereas that for 2010 was NTD$26,056.07 million. However, the budget
execution rate was reduced from 95.72% in 2010 to 94.9% in 2011. The 2011 cultural expenditure budget
for various local governments was NTD$24,708.56 million, exhibiting a 31.15% increase compared to
that of 2010. However, the budget execution rate was reduced from 90.23% in 2010 to 78.72% in 2011.
Regarding human resources for cultural administration in 2011, the total number of personnel for the
CCA and its subsidiary organizations was 1,186, an increase of 39 compared to 2011. Central government
authorities with culture-related affairs employed 3,992 people, which was 324 less than in 2010 (however,
after deducting personnel from the Government Information Office, the number of personnel increased
by 104 in 2011). The total number of personnel in the 22 local governments and relevant subsidiary
organizations was 3,825, among which 1,723 were employed by affiliated cultural affair bureaus (offices),
denoting a reduction of 31 people compared to 2010. Overall, the number of personnel for the central and
local governments in 2011 was stable, and cultural expenditures substantially increased. However, the

budget execution rate in 2011 was inferior to that of 2010 because of limited human resources.

The culture and education domain primarily details the status of domestic talent cultivation in
cultural fields. The CCA and its subsidiary organizations conducted approximately 30,889 hours of
talent cultivation courses in 2011 and cultivated a total of 90,409 talented people. In 2011, a total of 160
domestic colleges and universities offered curricula for culture-related departments, and 12,078 full-
time teachers were employed. In addition, 394,838 students were enrolled in culture-related departments,
accounting for 29.2% of matriculated students in the higher education system in Taiwan. Furthermore,
79,279 students graduated from culture-related departments, comprising 25.31% of higher education

graduates in Taiwan. Of the six major academic disciplines, the humanities accounted for the greatest
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number of teachers, students, and graduates, followed by personal services. Overall, the total number of
teachers, students, and graduates for culture-related departments increased in 2011 compared to 2010.
Of all disciplines, the number of teachers and students for humanities and education was reduced in
2011, whereas that for design and personal services increased, compared to 2010. For the arts and mass
communication departments, the number of teachers decreased slightly, whereas the number of students

increased.

The culture and society domain mainly presents the exhibition, participation, and exchange of
Taiwan's cultural resources and activities. Cultural resources, participation in cultural and arts activities,
cultural participation status, and international cultural exchange are examined in this domain. Regarding
the showcase of various artistic and cultural activities, data from Taiwan's National Information System for
Artistic and Cultural Activities indicated that the 4,095 domestic cultural showcase venues hosted a total
of 59,300 artistic and cultural events in 2011, exhibiting a 3.51% growth compared to that of 2010. A total
number of 200,634,000 attendees for these events in 2011 indicated a growth rate of 16.09%. Regarding
regions hosting artistic and cultural activities, the greatest number of events were held in Taichung City
in 2011, accounting for 13.18% of all domestic events. Taipei City possessed the highest attendance for
artistic and cultural activities, accounting for 28.55% of all attendance for domestic activities. Regarding
individual exhibitions and performances, film exhibitions accounted for the greatest proportion of events
at 19.53%, followed by language showcases at 16.71%. A significant increase was observed in the number
of artistic and cultural activities held by the third sector, as well as that of their attendees. To explore
cultural participation among Taiwanese citizens, we conducted a cultural participation survey on citizens
aged 15 or above. Among 2,009 respondents older than 15, 99.5% attended cultural and artistic activities
in 2011. Only 0.5% of the respondents did not participate in relevant activities, indicating that the general
public possessed a high level of participation for activities related to culture and arts. Regarding the
types of cultural and artistic activities that the respondents participated in, the participation rate for mass
communication activities was the highest at 99.5%, followed by cultural and artistic institutions and
facilities (91.4%) and living art activities (63.9%). In general, compared to 2010, the number of attendees
and the participation rate for artistic and cultural activities was greater in 2011, indicating a higher level of

participation in cultural activities among the public.

The culture and economy domain predominately shows domestic developments of economic benefits
for culture and industries. Overall, Taiwan's cultural and creative industries recovered significantly in
2010 from the financial crisis. However, related growth has gradually slowed in 2011. In 2011, the total
revenue for cultural and creative industries was approximately NTD$665.48 billion; as compared to 2010,

the revenue of 2011 had decreased by 0.5%. In addition, the number of businesses increased by 53,461.
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For leisure, cultural, and educational consumption expenditures, the 2011 edition of the Report on the
Survey of Family Income and Expenditure indicated that the average family consumption expenditure in
2011 was NTD$729,010 per household, among which the consumption expenditure for leisure, culture,
and education accounted for NTD$75,697,which was a 2.08% reduction from that of 2010, and accounted
for 10.38% of total expenditures. However, related expenditures for travel packages, entertainment,
and education and recreational equipment exhibited a significant increase of 6.22%, 5.46%, and 3.44%,
respectively. Negative growth was observed in the expenditure for books, newspapers, magazines,
stationary supplies, and education. Based on the previous information, regarding Taiwan's cultural
economic performance in 2011, the supply-side (i.e., revenue of the cultural and creative industries) and
the demand-side (i.e., leisure, cultural, and educational consumption expenditures) both showed a minor

reduction.
