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2012 Cultural Statistics Abstract

The Ministry of Culture (previously known as the Council of Cultural Affairs) was established on
May 20, 2012. The operations of the Ministry of Culture extend beyond those of the Council of Cultural
Affairs to areas such as film, broadcasting, television, publishing, popular music, and branches that were
originally associated with the Ministry of Education. Nativization, globalization, cloud application, and
production value are the four major development orientations of the Ministry of Culture. Nativization
refers to integrating cultural resources in villages to develop small cultural industries and formulate
aesthetic spaces in local life. Globalization involves using the influence of overseas cities to promote
Taiwan's cultural and creative industry and the promotion of Taiwanese culture in the international market.
Production value is centered on establishing interactive and compatible platforms and enhancing solutions
for trade authorization to maintain Taiwan's economic and international competitiveness. Cloud application
entails the establishment of cultural resource libraries and integrated mobile services for culture and
arts. Continuous and systematic information disclosure is critical for achieving these objectives; thus,

formulating cultural statistics is an essential task.

Cultural statistics involves using quantified analysis to classify, process, record, and present various
dimensions such as cultural environment, policies, measures, organizations, activities, and output.
The results enable an understanding of cultural phenomena and can be used as a basis for analyzing,
conducting, and interpreting research as well as a foundation for decision making in various public
and private institutions. Adhering to the Ministry of Culture's Framework for Cultural Statistics, the
2012 Cultural Statistics was divided into four major outlines: Culture and Administration, Culture and
Education, Culture and Society, and Culture and Industries. The Culture and Administration Outline
pertains to administrative plans, distribution, and support for cultural measures. The Culture and
Education Outline concerns the cultivation of cultural awareness and professional training provided by the
government, schools, and society, involving the reinforcement and elevation of cultural taste. The first two
outlines, Culture and Administration and Culture and Education are nation-oriented. Culture and Society
is associated with public cultural practice, which involves the assistance and support of both supply and
demand ends. In other words, the outline of Culture and Society is focused on creating conditions for a
cultural environment and is public-oriented. The fourth outline, Culture and Industries, is market-oriented

and refers to the production and distribution of culture.

Although the Ministry of Culture now conducts cultural statistics on the new areas of cultural affairs
falling within the Ministry's responsibility, items addressed in previous cultural statistics are still retained.
Focus remains on presenting data from previous years and Taiwan's cultural development trends in times

of change. The following paragraph is an abstract of the 2012 Cultural Statistics.
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The cultural statistics of 2012 indicate no substantial increase in cultural expenditure and manpower
following adjustments in the central government. However, the cultural expenditure and manpower for
local governments greatly increased. Furthermore, the cultural budgets for both the central and local
governments reached new highs. Regarding cultural participation, a significant growth was observed in
the number of cultural events and the amount of participants these events attract, also surpassing previous
years. The revenue of the cultural and creative industry in 2012 decreased after three consecutive years of
increase, and the total number of personnel employed in culture-related industries also declined compared
to that of 2011.

1 .Culture and Administration

The Culture and Administration Outline primarily presents an overview of the organization structure,
manpower, funding, and law amendments and additions of the public sector and third sector. Specifically,
the cultural budget of the central government was at a record high in 2012 at NT$28.29229 billion.
However, the central government's cultural budget to total budget ratio decreased to 1.46% from 1.56%
in 2011. The cultural budget of all local governments combined was NT$25.02163 billion in 2012, which
was also a record high. The cultural budget to total budget ratio of the local governments substantially
increased to 2.34%. Regarding manpower for cultural administration, a total of 1,792 personnel were
employed at the Ministry of Culture and its associated organs and agencies and 3,220 personnel were
employed in central organs responsible for culture-related operations in 2012. Together, the number of
employees totaled 5,012, which marked a slight reduction from 5,178 in 2011. Human resources in local
governments increased to 4,063 in 2012. Overall, cultural budget and manpower exhibited no substantial
growth following organizational adjustments of the central government in 2012, whereas substantial

increases in cultural budget and human resources were apparent for local governments.

2.Culture and Education

The Culture and Education Outline involves talent cultivation in Taiwan's culture-related fields. A
total of 158 colleges and universities established culture-related courses in 2012 and 12,519 full-time
teachers were employed to teach these courses. In 2012, a total of 411,387 university students majored
in and 81,363 university students graduated from culture-related fields, which respectively accounted for
30.35% and 25.78% of all students currently receiving higher education in Taiwan. As for high school
and vocational high school students, 232,414 students studied culture-related disciplines, accounting for
26.08% of all students currently receiving high school and vocational high school education in Taiwan.
Further, 70,192 students graduated from culture-related disciplines, which accounted for 25.12% of all

high school and vocational high school graduates in Taiwan.

3.Culture and Society

The Culture and Society Outline mainly presents Taiwan's cultural resources, activities, participation,

and exchange. Regarding cultural assets, a total of 1,952 monuments, historical buildings, settlements,
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historic sites, and cultural landscapes; 745 ancient artifacts; and 309 traditional art and folk-related artifacts
have been documented. A total of 4,404 cultural performance venues currently exist, which indicates that
189 venues are available per one million people, reaching a historical high. A total of 228.303 million
people participated in 64,534 culture and arts events in 2012, which indicates an average of 28 events per
10,000 people and an average attendance of 9.79 events per person, reaching a record high. In 2012, the
participatory count for the 29 national culture-related institutions reached 42.5892 million, which indicates
that the average participatory count for each institution reached 1.4686 million. The participatory count for
paying visitors accounted for 25.98% of the total participatory count. Regarding film and popular music,
429 films were screened in 2012, and the total box office of first-run films in Taipei City was NT$361.8
million, a slight decrease from the statistics of 2011. The total sales of Taiwan's popular music market have
gradually declined each year. Total sales in 2012 were NT$1.772 billion, which marked a 10.63% decline
compared to those of 2011.

A total of 2,065 participants over the age of 15 were interviewed about their cultural participation.
The results indicated that 99.8% of the population had participated in culture and arts-related events in
2012 and only 0.2% had never attended culture and arts-related events. This signifies that Taiwanese
people have a high level of participation in culture and arts-related events. Taiwan's 2012 average
household consumption expenditure was NT$727,693, of which NT$72,857 (10.01%), was used for
leisure, culture, and education. The 2012 average household consumption expenditure on leisure, culture,
and education was 3.75% less than that of 2011. Overall, cultural resources exhibited a stable increase in
2012 and public participation in cultural events was slightly higher than that of 2011. However, as reflected
in film box office and music sales, leisure, culture, and education expenditure decreased compared to that
of 2011.

4.Culture and Industry

The Culture and Industry Outline mainly presents the developmental situation of Taiwan's cultural
and creative industry. Taiwan had a total of 58,686 businesses in the cultural and creative industry (not
including businesses in the creative life industry), which showed a 1.23% growth compared to 2011. The
revenue for the cultural creative industry was NT$757.4 billion, which was 3.42% less than that of 2011
and marked a decline after three consecutive years of growth. Furthermore, exports decreased to 10.29%.
The number of personnel employed in culture-related industries was also less than 2011 at 172,757. This
number accounted for 2.49% of personnel employed in the industrial sector and service industry, falling
below 2.5% for the first time. In summary, the performance of Taiwan's cultural and creative industry

experienced a decline following a decrease in the public's willingness to consume.
