Instructional Observation and Conversation : Cognitive

Abstract

The research report is an interim one which helps to develop a set of five-
units DVD and a handbook for instructional observation and conference based
on the cognitive coaching approach. The report provides practice and theory
information of cognitive coaching for teachers, mentors and researchers for their
practical application and future research.

The study adopted literature review and field research method to explore the
definition, contents and coaching tools of cognitive coaching. The researchers
learned those coaching tools well at first, and then went to schools to corporate
with teachers, by way of the three-step coaching process, namely planning
conference, instructional observation, and reflective conference. With those
coaching experience, the researchers can make sure how to develop the future
DVD and handbook more appropriately.

The report provides five implementation cases. All of them include
“introduction”, “lesson plan”, “record of planning conference”, “record of
instructional observation” and “record of reflective conference”. By reading
these cases, the reader might be able to find that teachers are the center of the
interactive process and that teachers can develop their meta-cognitive and
reflective ability.
