Abstract

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Higher Education Facing up to the Forces of
Globalization and Marketization

Sheng-Yih Chuang’

Abstract

This paper is aimed at looking into the issues of globalization and marketization that higher
education is about to face. The concept of globalization is examined to grasp its very mean-
ings and features relating to the politico-economic and socio-cultural dimensions of human
conditions. Since globalization is generally concerned with time, place, and field (politics,
economy, culture, or ecology), and is also relevant to width, depth, speed, and impact, it is
bound to be disparity and thus inequality in effect, given that it has been thought toward
sameness. Higher education facing up to the global markets should be understood by taking
seriously the state-industry-university relations, i.e. to identify the types of initiation and the
direction of development. Marketization of education argued in America or England seems
more against the failure of state intervention than for the success of the markets. In contrast,
the proponents of educational marketization in Taiwan do in reality argue for educational
liberation from the overwhelming state control. Universities prompted to international
competitiveness seem therefore contesting strongly for more state support while several of

them could receive support from the industry or benefit from international cooperation.

Abstract

Under the influences of globalization and marketization, the educational management on hig-
her education in Taiwan becomes more competitive in particular facing to the decentralization
and diversification within these recent years. We witness ourselves the consequence of the
start-up of the management system, which is aimed at pursuing both autonomous system and
a good quality of our higher education. We are looking forward to the competitive collabora-
tion of the present-existed educational system. Therefore, one of the positive functionalities
of management, either research-based universities or teaching-based universities, is to boost
presidents and even the entire staff members to have the entrepreneurship in their institutions.
From the outset, this essay intends to probe the differentiation of the ways of higher education
management in Taiwan by the existing universities and colleges and those in the mainstream
universities around the world. Also university governance which is included by the discussion
of knowledge transfer; patent income and innovation, plays the important role on the trans-
formation for university presidents. In sum up, the essay concludes with the question that
what are the resulting benefits sprang from the university governance system for universities

and colleges in the long run.

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The Impact of Marketization of Higher

Abstract

This essay first demonstrates that the result of marketization of higher education in some
developed countries has led to negative impacts on the development of discipline, under-
graduate curriculum, academic fields. Moreover, this essay reviews the axis of Taiwan's
important policies about higher education in recent years and thus comprehensively exam-
ines how the role of the state controls the curriculum in higher education and the academic
development. It is found that in the history of higher education development, with the gov-
ernmental style as authoritarian populism, what the country truly intervened are not external
educational affairs, such as tuitions, but internal educational affairs. In this way, it would
conflict with the ideals which have long been valued in the University — academic freedom
and autonomy of university. This essay points out that it is possible for the marketization
of higher education to combine with academic freedom and autonomy of universities. What
the government should do in terms of marketization is decrease unnecessary controls, give
way to universities for decision-making, and let the academics own the right of academic
freedom and university autonomy. What is more, the government should avoid the negative

effects marketizaion and try hard to maintain the unique value of universities in the society.

Abstract

Facing the challenge of knowledge economy age, governments are pushing for educational re-
form. Consequently, all schools and their teachers were forced to change their present system.
The traditional school system no longer fits to the age of economy knowledge, and impotent
in dealing with present demand. The school reform requires a new approach to education, ad-
vocating the concepts of learning school and school effectiveness. The main purpose of this
article is to explore a strategy for learning school in order to maximize school effectiveness.
