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A Study on the Learning Access
Routes and Systems of Technical and
Vocational Education in Vietnam

Abstract

With its insufficient development of post-secondary education, Vietnam
has always been a focus of attention of higher education institutes in
Taiwan in their interest to seek overseas cooperation.Unfortunately, little
is known in Taiwan about the technological and vocational education
(TVE) in Vietnam, particularly in terms of their system and the planning
of the learning access routes. This study, through literature review and
document analysis, aims to study the TVE in Vietnam and investigate
the types of schools and faculties available, as well as their teaching
objective and course designs. The findings show that the complex system
of learning access routes in the TVE in Vietnam makes it difficult to
provide a stable supply of students seeking advanced education, even
though the problem is not that obvious currently. At the same time, it
also results in low efficiency and effectiveness in the management, which
indicates some room for improvement. Based on the above findings,
this study proposes the following suggestions with respect to Taiwan’s
TVE education cooperation with Vietnam, namely; (1) identify the weak
ones in the existing faculties as the target of recruitment, (2) identify the
target students of recruitment, (3) enhance the schools’ facilities, teacher
qualities, and students’ career taking abilities, (4) start various recruitment
activities in general schools, secondary vocational schools, professional
secondary schools, and vocational colleges, and (5) customize the
curriculum design to meet the needs of the existing TVE in Vietnam.
