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Agenda Setting in the Mediatization of
Taiwan’s Twelve-Year Basic

Abstract

This study aims to examine the agenda setting phenomenon in the
mediatization of Taiwan’s twelve-year basic education policy. The
phenomenon is made explicit in the coverage of the relevant issues in mass
media for the subsequent mediating effect, which leads to arousing the
awareness of value conflicts, the advocating beliefs and arguments, and
involving the stakeholders in the debates for policy making. Two major
newspapers in Taiwan are selected, together with related policy documents,
for content analysis and discourse analysis, to examine the political
interest debate process and media’s role in policy agenda setting. Major
findings include: (1) school admission policies come before curriculum
and teaching, (2) interest debates are raised by the conflicts between values
of fairness and competition, (3) interest debates focus on the difference
integration among social justice links, and (4) interest debates focus on the
development of self-empowerment.

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Reflections and Prospect on the
Implementation of Teacher Evaluation
for Professional Development in Taiwan

Abstract

The Ministry of Education of ROC (Taiwan) launched a pilot program of
teacher evaluation for professional development in primary and secondary
schools in 2006, followed by full implementation in 2009. Literature
review and document analysis are used in this study to find the benefits
the policy brought to the education system, the participating teachers,
schools, and students. However, there are also problems found that have to
be dealt with—obscure policies, inflexible evaluation criteria and systems,
needs for effective rewards, insufficient time, improper data analysis and
management, and gloomy teacher culture. Some reflections are made and
the following suggestions are proposed: (1) to continuously implement
teacher evaluation for professional development, (2) to promote practice-
based teacher professional development programs, (3) to give unbiased
support to the growth of both the teachers and the students, (4) to construct
differentiated supporting systems for professional development, (5) to
integrate resources and related educational policies, (6) to enhance the
evaluation procedure and information management, and (7) to enhance
empirical research of evaluation on student achievement.

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A Study on the Quality and Equality
of Basic Education in Shanghai: An
Empirical Study Based on PISA 2009

Abstract

The high scores in reading, mathematics and science received by Shanghai
students in 2009 serve as evidence of Shanghai’s high quality of basic
education. The stories behind this magnificence deserve our attention
and closer observation and studies. To investigate the equality of basic
education in Shanghai and the function of schools in improving the quality
and equality of education, and to explore their influences on students’
academic achievements, this study constructed an econometric model
with variables of individual, family, and school characteristic, as well
as the variable of school and family interaction. The findings show that
there exist significant gender, family structure and family immigration
status differences among students. The family socio-economic status
determines the school resources available and thus has an indirect effect
on learning achievement. The quality of school educational resources has
no significant effect on student achievement, while good student/teacher
ratio and the quality of teachers are correlated with student achievement,
and helpful to narrowing the academic achievement gap caused by family
backgrounds. It is suggested that policies be made to further minimize the
differences between schools and the educational divergence caused by
family backgrounds, and to help solve problems of unfairness and special
student groups, which are beyond the capabilities of schools.

Abstract

In fifty years, Singapore has successfully transformed from a small British
colony to a highly developed country, among the leading group rated
by IMD (International Institute for Management Development) in the
World Competitiveness Yearbook. The Singapore government credits this
achievement to its high-quality human resources prepared by its sound
education system, which is also acknowledged by McKinsey report.

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Teacher Education in Malaysia:
Development, Status Quo, and

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Abstract

A nation’s competitiveness and prosperity depend on its educational
quality. One of the key factors influencing the quality of education is
the quality of teachers. Thus, teacher education has been one of the key
elements of education reforms in most countries. Nowadays the New
Southward Policy is to set into action in Taiwan, which aims to strengthen
the collaboration and alliances between Taiwan and countries in the
regions of Southeast Asia and South Asia. The purpose of this study is to
analyze the development and challenges of teacher education in Malaysia,
one of the ASEAN countries, as it has made great efforts to improve its
educational system since its independence in 1957. The study is carried out
through document analysis. It is found that teacher education in Malaysia
is developed on the historical background and also global influences
from various sources. Primary and secondary school teachers are trained
through separate pathways. A diversity of programs in terms of duration
of training and qualification are developed for preschool teachers. There
are various programs of teacher continuous development. It is also found
that the challenges to teacher education in Malaysia include the diverse
and contradictory national development goals, the discrepancy between
the ideal and reality in terms of curriculum development, the unsolved
problems of teacher professional development, and the less than perfect
teacher evaluation schemes.

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Abstract

This paper analyzes the reform in the university admission system in
Vietnam before and after 2015, by means of literature and document
analysis and comparative research. The topics covered include the

Abstract

The number of woman immigrants from south-east Asia to Taiwan has
risen so rapidly to become an unneglectable part in Taiwanese population.
Among them, Vietnamese women account for the largest proportion, and
deserve special attention. The amount of research in Taiwan on Vietnam’s
education is very limited, let alone that on the topic of gender issues. Most
of the available research works adopt the quantitative approach and some
of them seem to intentionally utilize numeric data to superficially depict
gender equality. In this paper, the researcher attempts to depict the gender
images in Vietnam’s education, through the three qualitative field studies
conducted in Vietnam between 2012-2013 for a contextual analysis of
its society, culture and economic developments. The research finds that
Confucianism, socialist ideologies, and economic development trends all
influence gender pictures in the Vietnamese culture and in turn influence
