websites, holding discussion forums,
photo journals etc. The possibilities are
endless!

Who can enter Netd@ys?

Young people up to the age of 25 from all
countries are encouraged to participate in
Netd@ys, making it ideal for schools,
youth clubs, universities, NGOs, cultural
ingtitutes etc. If you are ateacher, give
your students this opportunity to learn,
grow and interact with other young people
around the world.
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Rules
There are four simple rules you need to
follow in order to be part of Netd@ys
2004:

1. Your project should be based on
the theme ‘Dialogue between
cultures and  image and
demonstrate the use of onling
technology in learning, teaching
and discovery

2. Projects can start at any time of the
year but they must have a special
activity planned during Netd@ys
week (Nov. 22 — 27) when they
will be showcased

3. Your project should show that you
are working together with other
individuals and/or organisations

4. Closing date for label applications
is21/11/2004.
