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With the increasing concept of media education, the government in Taiwan started to emphasize the

importance of media education and worried about the bad media influence for education.  In so

doing, it is important to teach audiences how to use the information of media and cultivate the abili-

ty of media literacy.  This paper includes three parts.  At first, the authors analyze the policy of

media education in Taiwan and discuss the possible problems.  Secondly, the research and the

papers of media education will be investigated.  Finally, to rethink the relationship between the the-

ory and practice about media education in Taiwan is necessary.  Moreover, the authors take critical

pedagogy as a foundation of media education to empower our audiences and make them be aware-

ness.         
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
