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An Analysis of Master's Thesis and Doctoral Dissertations
on Textbook-related Researches in Taiwan During the Past
Two Decades

This article gathers 272 domestic master's thesis and doctoral dissertations on elementary and
secondary school textbook studies in the past two decades, including the two main categories of the
content analysis and the developmental process of textbooks. Researches on the content analysis focus on
seven categories, including teaching materials, curriculum design, illustration and text layout, language
usage, and ideologies (political, gender-related, and ethnic-group related). Seven categories including
policy, market mechanisms, editing, examination, selection, usage, and evaluation shall be the focus in the
research on the developmental process of textbooks. This article engages in analysis through the content of
the quantitative and qualitative studies, and based on the results of the analysis, some suggestions are as
follows:

I. Suggestions for authorities concerned, schools, and publishers:

1. The National Academy for Educational Research should be established to engage in long-term
study of curriculum and textbook development as soon as possible.

2. Education-related departments in all universities and colleges and educational institutions
should offer courses on textbook research to increase the number of researchers in this field and
the professional knowledge and ability of elementary and secondary school teachers should be
promoted.

3. Academic institutes, graduate students, and doctoral candidates are motivated to engage in
textbook researches.

4. The Ministry of Education should promote systematic and integrated procedures for the
evaluation of textbooks as soon as possible.

5. Publishers should encourage textbook editors to engage in textbook-related research and
development.

. Suggestions for future researchers:

1. In the theme study of textbooks, the related researches for the process of developing textbooks
should be strengthened.

2. In research methods, the qualitative research methods should be used.

3. In the research involving in the curriculum, special emphasis should be placed not only on
social and language sciences, but also on mathematics, and natural and life sciences.

4. In research subjects, mainstream research should focus on the integrated 9-year curriculum for
elementary and secondary schools, and the textbooks for senior and vocational schools should
also be attended.

5. Future researchers should have the consensus for the definition of "textbook".

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A Study of Publishing Customized Elementary and Junior

High School Textbooks

The ultimate goal of the present study is to explore the possibilities of publishing customized
elementary and junior high textbooks. Several issues were reviewed (i.e. the open policy of elementary and
junior high school textbooks, the regulations for publishing textbooks, the marketing analysis of textbook
publications, the development of technology used in book publications, and the analysis of textbook prices,
etc.).

According to the results, the present curriculum guidelines for textbook publications and the textbook
examination regulations have provided the publishers with freedom to publish customized textbooks for
elementary and junior high school students. It has been found that each learning domain has more than
three versions of textbooks. The integration of publication software and hardware has made it easy to
publish customized textbooks. Moreover, given the prices decided by the textbook committee, publishers
can publish more versions of customized textbooks than the present ones.

Finally, it is suggested that publishers should cooperate with elementary and junior high school
teachers to develop customized contents, and through inter- and intra-business cooperation to publish more
customized textbooks.

In the past, the direct relation with school regulations is the potential curriculum of guidance
activities, and based on the concept of school regulations should be oriented to the formal school
curriculum, this article emphasizes the revision , the implementation , and the process of school regulation
not only cope with the due process but also take the content of school regulations as the important school
activities curriculum materials.

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The Interactive Compensatory Relationship Between Speech
Situation and Discourse Information: From an Interpretation
Perspective

This paper explores the significance, function and impact of extra-linguistic information associated with
speech situations in the understanding, preservation and production of the interpretation of the source language
by means the target language. For example, what kind of situational information needs to be put into the target
language? What kind of situational information can be directly quoted so that it is not necessary to put it into
target language? And, what kind of linguistic information can be turned into situational information so as to be
more economical for the purpose of interpretation?

A comparison between conducted communication in a single language and interpretation involving two
languages helps us to understand how the information associated with a speech situation is manifested. The
information includes, among others, topics, objects, foci, relationships and events. By examining situational
information, we propose a discourse feature analysis and a formulative description of consecutive and
simultaneous interpreting. Based on this approach, we can explain the discourse characteristics of interpreting,
as well as the structural relationship of situational factors and discourse.
