The major
countries examined are the Republic of China, Mainland
China, Japan, Republic of Korea, United States, Canada,
United Kingdom, France, Germany, and Australia and
others.

The different levels of education classified in this
publication are preschool education, primary education,
junior secondary education, senior secondary education,
and higher education, respectively equivalent to
preschool, elementary school, junior high school, senior
secondary school, junior college, college, and university.

Higher education in this publication indicates university,
college, junior college education and above (with the
exception of the first three years at five-year junior
colleges), leading to associate degrees at junior colleges,
bachelor’s masters and Ph.D. degrees at universities.
Here, the categories of higher education courses are
based on the definition of ISCED-F 2013.

Various countries have different beginning and end for
its financial year and academic year. For the convenience
of comparison and reference, the Gregorian calendar
year is used. (Refer to Appendix 1, the terms of fiscal
year and academic year that were used in the OECD
Calculation Indicator 2021. In R.O.C., 2021 means the
school year 110.)
