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. Explanatory Notes

The 2022 edition of "Education Statistics of the
Republic of China" is the 66™ in a series of annual
publications initiated in 1957.

This publication presents a current educational
overview from all sectors of education in Taiwan; the
Offices and subordinate units of the Ministry of
Education, the educational bureaus of city and
county governments. Since school year 2002,
educational institutes at all levels submit their
reports online.

The term of school year used in this publication
refers to the period from August 1 of one year to
July 31 of the following year.

Statistics contained in this edition are the most
recent available at the time of preparation. In
addition, some statistics appeared in the previous
issue have been updated if necessary.

The figure of graduates refers to those who
graduated during the school year. Statistics relating
to the number of schools, teachers, students and
staff, are those annual survey made on September
30 for primary and secondary schools and on
October 15 for colleges and universities.
Educational expenditure and GNI (GDP) are based
on fiscal year accounting. The fiscal year from 1950
to the first half of 1954 was identical to the calendar
year. From the second half of 1954 to 1958, the fiscal
year started on July 1st and ended on next year's
June 30th. Between 1960 and 1999, the fiscal year
started on 1 July of the previous year and ended on
30 June. Since January 1, 2000, the fiscal year is
again aligned with the calendar year.

The categories of higher education courses are
based on the definition of "R.O.C. standard
classification of fields of education (5th edition) "
promulgated in 2017 by the Ministry of Education.
Beginning in 2009 edition, the list in the tables of
teaching assistants at universities or colleges
indicate those who have taken this post before
March 21, 1997. Otherwise, the teaching assistants
are counted as staff members.

The Senior High School Education Act came into
force on August 1, 2014. According to the law, the
senior secondary schools can implement programs

such as "General Education”, "Vocational
Education” ,  "Comprehensive High school” ,
“Practical Technical Program” , and “"Continuing

Education” . Since school year 2014, the senior
secondary school statistics in this publication are
structured by programs to exhibit the diversity in
senior secondary education. The senior (vocational)
high schools started to put in the comprehensive
high school that offers both academic and
vocational curricula in school year 1996. The figures

of comprehensive high school was included in the
category of senior high school before SY 2014. For
research purpose, the data relating to students of
comprehensive high school can be classified into
two categories, based on the curricula they enroll.
Please look up all the related data in  “The ratio
between the number of senior high students and
the number of senior vocational students Enquiry
System” (https://stats.moe.gov.tw/high) if needed.
The program of continuing colleges were
established in school year 1998. In school year 1999,
senior high supplementary schools, senior
vocational supplementary schools, and junior
supplementary colleges were renamed as senior
high continuing, senior vocational continuing
schools, and continuing junior colleges, respectively.
All senior high supplementary schools and senior
vocational supplementary schools will have been
reformed to the continuing education division of
senior secondary schools by the end of SY 2016.
Since the "Early Childhood Education and Care Act"
was fulfilled at January 1, 2012, the kindergartens
and the child-care center were reformed to the
preschool. Before the school year 2011, the figures
for preschool are contained only the corresponding
statistics of kindergartens.

In order to enhance the quality of service, improve
usability, and strengthen to keep in accordance with
international standards, the layout of this
publication was completely redesigned in 2014. In
addition to appending more focused and widely
used education indicators, some less frequently
used indicators have been deleted or reformed.
Hierarchical classification structure has been
established. "Non-School-Based  Experimental
Education" is indicated on the school system chart
and publishes its statistics. Investigate the status
and trend analysis of all levels of education, and the
added "Glossary" to the Appendix improve the
readability of text.

Other items requiring elucidation are explained in
footnotes whenever they occur in the tables.

Introduction to Our Education System

I. School System

Our school system was formally established when the Emperor Guangshu in Ching Dynasty
promulgated a school law in 1902. After several educational reforms, the school system evolves into the
current one as shown below:

(2) School Age

Early childhood education and care from age 2
until before the age of 6 is served in preschool.
Primary schools provide education for age of 6 to
12, junior high school for age of 12 to 15. No age
limit is set for people to enroll in the senior
secondary school or beyond secondary level.

(3) School Year

A school year (SY) or academic year (AY) refers
to a one-year period from August 1 of the current
year to July 31 of the next year. (For instance,
SY2021 is a period from August 1, 2021 to July 31,

2022.) A school year is divided into two semesters.

The first semester is from August 1 of the current
year to January 31 of the next year, and the other
from February 1 to July 31 of the next year.

Il. Preschool

A preschool is designed to provide a sound
physical and mental development for children.
Education at this level, mainly focusing on health
education, living education, and ethics education,

takes  place closely with home and
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community-based education. The ultimate goals
are to help children to maintain physical and
health,
practices and gregarious habits, to learn life

mental to cultivate good behavior
experience, to absorb correct ethics concepts, to
expand the view of aesthetic experience and
creative thing, to build positive cultural identity,
and to take care of our environment.

The preschool program is not included in the
compulsory education system, and aims to
provide education and care services for children
aged 1 to 4. To encourage citizens to marry
happily, to be willing to give birth to children, and
to provide the ability to raise children, the
Ministry of Education upholds its respect for the
parents’ right to choose, safeguards the right of
each child to receive respect and care. The
“Action Plan to Address the
Children,"
implemented in July 2018, had the two cores of
affordable

and

Executive Yuan' s

Trend of Fewer approved and

“expand education and care

services” “alleviate parents’ burdens”
pertaining to policies relating to children under
the age of six. Strategies and policies were
adjusted as appropriate and on a rolling basis.
Additionally, to realize President Tsai’ s policy of
having “the whole country raise children from
birth to the age of six,” the Executive Yuan

approved plan adjustments in January 2021 and

adopted the three major strategies of “expand
affordable education and care services,” " lower
child care and education fees,” and “double
child-rearing allowances” to continue to

enhance affordable education and care service
capacities, increase child care subsidies and
child-rearing allowances, thus reaching the goals
of and

"adding places,” “"adding subsidies,”

“lessening burdens.”

In terms of affordable education and care



services, the MOE reached the goal of adding
3,000 classes at public preschools and set up
quasi-public criteria to provide private preschools
that meet the six important preconditions the
opportunity to work with the government, which
expands affordable education and care service
capacities, helps families raising children choose
from diverse affordable education fields so as to
fulfill needs in both family and work, and lowers
young children’ s education costs in stages.
Since August 2022, for families with children
attending public, non-profit, and quasi-public
preschools, parents pay NT$3,000 a month at the
most, with more discounts starting with the
second child; children from families with low or
middle-low income attend for free. For those
unable to receive public or quasi-public
education and care services that meet the
subsidiary’ s eligibility criteria, the MOE issues
monthly child-rearing allowances, which
NT$5,000 for the first child with additional

amounts starting with the second child. As for

is

five-year-old  children  attending  private
preschools, the education subsidy’ s amount and
application process is the the

same as

child-rearing allowance.
[ll. Compulsory Education

Compulsory education run by the school
districts system and each of the schools at this
level is designated to admit students coming
from a designated neighborhood. Before SY1968,
compulsory education covered only 6-year
primary schools whose education is focused on
physical and mental development of children,
ethics, living education, and development of
In SY1967, 97.52%

school-age children entered primary school. In

healthy personality. of

order to upgrade the overall education level of
the population to meet national reconstruction
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need, compulsory education was thus expanded
from the 6 years to 9 years since SY1968. Thus,
the compulsory education is from 6-year primary
school through 3-year junior high school.

Junior high schools have enhanced in Technical
Art Program. Versatile, intelligent, and vocation
oriented education was provided to help students
develop professions, gain confidence in learning
literacy and achieve career goals. In addition,
Art
Program should have high priority to take the 3

years Practical Technical Programs in senior
secondary school for free.

Junior high graduates could seek jobs or pursue
open admission or specialty-based admission to
take further programs in senior secondary school,
5-year junior college, or continuing education.

IV. Senior Secondary Education

Junior high education and senior high
education fall under secondary education, which,
in fact, covers high schools, (i.e., junior high
schools and senior high schools) normal schools,
and vocational schools, (i.e, junior vocational
schools and senior vocational schools). With the
the

education in SY1968, the junior high school has

implementation  of 9-year compulsory
been included in the compulsory education
program. Also since then, junior vocational
schools have terminated their enrollment and

closed down one after another.

Normal schools started to transform into junior
normal colleges since SY1960. No normal schools
existed by SY1971. In SY1987, junior normal
colleges were transformed into 4-year teachers’
colleges to improve primary school teachers’
quality.

1. Programs in Senior Secondary School

The programs of senior secondary school



include general education, vocational education,
comprehensive high school, and practical technical
program. To provide those who have received
compulsory education with opportunities of
further education, senior secondary schools may
establish continuing education division to conduct
continuing senior secondary education.

(1) General Education

A senior secondary school offers general
education between compulsory education
and higher education. The education at this
level is designed to pursue physical and
mental development of youngsters and
learn the basis for study of advanced
knowledge and expertise. Entry follows
junior high education; duration is 3 years.

Under the current system, graduates may
enroll themselves into universities, colleges,
2-year junior colleges or 4-year technical
college through multi-admissions: by
applying, by meeting requirements and
passing the entrance exam for special
subjects of the individual school, and by
registering and then being assigned.

(2) Vocational Education

The vocational education is designed to
train youngsters into basic technicians by
teaching them vocational knowledge and
professional ethics. It admits junior high
graduates to study for 3 years. The goal is
to teach youngsters productive knowledge
and skills so that graduates could engage
in actual productive work after leaving
schools.

Under the current system, graduates may
choose  between employment and
enrollment in  4-year institutes of
technology, 2-year junior colleges, or
universities/colleges, after taking the
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unified entrance exam, or going by
multi-admissions

(3) Comprehensive High School

The comprehensive high school system
was introduced on an experimental basis in
SY 1996. It offered both academic and
vocational curricula. Junior high graduates
who had not decided on attending either
academic or vocational curricula would
explore and receive counseling to help
them make a major decision. For those had
early selected their specific study areas, the
system also offers them opportunities to
take both academic and vocational courses
for increasing their general knowledge and
acquiring a well-rounded education.

Comprehensive high school graduates
may take the joint entrance examination or
through recommendation process to enroll
in  universities, 4-year institutes of

technology, or 2-year junior colleges.

(4) Practical Technical Program

The  "Prolonged education program
based upon vocational education” was
launched in 1983, renamed as Practical
Technical Class in 1995, and later renamed
as Practical Technical Class in 2005. The
Program admits junior high graduates
under the age of 18 who do not plan to
attend a regular senior general or
vocational education. The study durations
vary with the curriculum design, allowing
students to enroll at different stages. The
employment-oriented curriculum system
provides learning experiences building on
the Technical Art Program of junior high
school. The program is designed for
learners to acquire the knowledge, skills
and competencies specific to a particular



occupation.
2. Types of Senior Secondary School

Since the “Senior High School Education Act”
was completely fulfilled at school year 2014,
9-year compulsory education and senior high
school education are integrated into 12-year
education.  Senior

(1) Regular

(4) Specialty-based

The core curriculum features a specific
subject or field to target students with a
special aptitude.

3. Six-year High School

The six-year high school concentrates
secondary education completely in one single
school. According to the decision of the 7th
National Educational Meeting, MOE proposed a
pilot program for 6-year high school, and then
fulfilled it at SY1994. The purpose of the program
is to reduce junior high students’ pressure from
senior high school entrance examination and to

balance the educational development between
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urban and suburban areas.

Six-year high school includes junior and senior
secondary school students with unified school
government. Junior high school entrance follows
the district system of the Compulsory School
Regulations; however, senior secondary school
entrance system follows the Senior High School
Regulation with multiply entering procedures.

Since the release of Senior High School
Regulation Amendment on July 14, 1999, 6-year
high school systems have acquired legal status.
All local governments can follow the law to
establish 6-year high school system and become

V. Higher Education

Institutions of higher education mean schools
those provide the junior college degree or
further education programs, including junior
colleges, universities of science and technology,
independent colleges, and universities, all of



which may establish graduate schools except for

junior colleges. Junior colleges, collegiate

institutes and universities of science and
technology aim at learning at a high level of
vocational professionals and teaching applied
science and technology; independent colleges
and universities aim at pursuing further academic

achievements and cultivating professionals.
1. Junior College
(1) 5-year Junior College

A 5-year junior college admits junior high
graduates to study; theoretical duration is 5
years. An associate degree is granted to an
who  has

individual completed the

graduation requirement.
(2) 2-year Junior College

A 2-year junior college admits senior
secondary graduates majoring in relevant
field or having relevant job experiences.
Students usually take 2 years to get an
associate degree.

2. University and College
(1) Undergraduate Academic Degree

After passing an entrance exam, senior
high school graduates or students with an
equivalent level of secondary education
admitted into an undergraduate program.
Undergraduate program commonly consists
of 4 years of study at an institution of higher
education. Some Law schools are selected as
undergraduate major and last 5 years. Like
law, building, medical school lasts 6 years (7
years before S.Y. 2013, 6 years for dentistry)
to allow enough time for completion of full
training.

(2) Professional Bachelor Degree

The 2-year program offers vocational

training for junior college graduates
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majoring in related disciplines. The 4-year
program primarily accepts senior secondary
vocational graduates, and additional classes
are opened for other non-vocational senior
secondary graduates.

(3) Post-bachelor Program

Post-baccalaureate Programs provide an
alternate entry into a specific field for
students who have already obtained a
bachelor degree. Students usually take 4
years to get a bachelor’ s degree. However,
students may be allowed to spend more 1 to
2 years getting the degree on a case-by-case
basis. Now, some universities have such
programs in Medicine, Chinese Medicine,
Law, nursing and veterinary medicine.

(4) Post-bachelor Diverse Skills

Empowerment Program

The post-bachelor second specialty

program is available to people with a
bachelor's degree or higher. The duration of
the studies should be at least 1 year and at
most 4 years. If during that time, the student
is unable to study for a time (no points during
the period of absence) due to work or to
special circumstances, there is no need to
apply for a break from school. When the
graduation requirement has been finished in
accordance with relevant regulations, the
school will award the education degree, and
grant the tag of “Post-bachelor Diverse

Skills Empowerment program.”

(5) Master Degree Program

Once the entrance exam has been passed,
bachelor's degree holders or those with an
equivalent degree can apply to take the
master's degree program (1-4 years study
programs).



(6) Doctorate Degree Program

Once the entrance exam has been passed,
master’'s degree holders or those with an
equivalent degree are admitted to enroll a 2
doctoral

to 7 years program. Also,

outstanding students who have just
completed his/her bachelor's degree or
outstanding master's students and have
potential to become a researcher could

apply directly to the PhD program.

Moreover, in order to meet the need of lifelong
education, some universities and colleges offer a
variety of in-service programs and continuing
education.

VI. Special Education

mental may enroll in special
Thereby, they can go on to complete the 9-year
compulsory education. After the implementation
of the 12 years fundamental education policies,
the students with disabilities can continue their
education through various channels after they
complete the junior high school. They can either
choose adaptive learning assistance program,
open admission and specialty enrollment. The
adaptive learning assistance program for those
with disabilities is further divided into three types
of placement, students with disability are placed
in affiliated special education or normal classes at
senior secondary schools. Additionally, there are
an extra 2% quota for open admission and
specialty admissions are counted as 25% of the
total score based on their scores. On the special
education program in higher education, disabled
students can get college admission either via the
multi-channel admission system or the selection

process fulfilled by each school.

After the students with physical and mental
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disabilities have started classes, special education
teachers or advisers at each school will assist
Education Act
designing a personal Individualized Education

according to the Special in
Program (IEP) or Individualized Service Plan (ISP)
for each student. And according to the plan’ s
aims and contents, those will provide adapted
curriculum  content,  specialized  teaching
materials or textbooks, special exam questions or
with

educational support services.

As to the implementation of special education at
every level, provisions in special education at the
levels below senior secondary school include
special education schools, special education
classes in junior high schools, primary schools and
kindergartens (incl. nurseries), centralized special
education class, itinerant resource program and
bedside teaching. At the higher education level,
the students are included in general classes but will
the the

school’ s special education unit.

receive necessary assistance from

1. Special Education School

The Enforcement Rules of Special Education Act,
which was promulgated in 1987, stipulated that
special education schools only admit students
with moderate or serious disability of some kind.
The school name thus depended on student's
special needs. Therefore, at that time, there were
schools for the intellectual and developmental
disabilities, schools for the hearing impaired,
schools for the visually impaired, and schools for
other disabilities. Later, the Special Education Act,
revised in 1997, revoked the stipulation of
classifying special education schools according to
specific disabilities. Now there are schools for
intellectual disabilities, hearing impairments, visual
education schools and

impairments, special



experimental schools. All of them are available
from preschool, primary, junior high to senior
secondary divisions.

2. Affiliated Special Education Classes in
Preschools, Elementary and Secondary
Schools

Some preschools, elementary and secondary
schools organize special education classes either
for gifted students or for those suffering from
physical or mental disabilities. Such classes can
be classified as centralized special education
class, decentralized resource room, and itinerant
resource program. Now, centralized special
education classes for disability comprise of those
for intellectual disabilities, hearing impairments,
multiple impairments, and non-categorical
disabilities. Decentralized resource rooms are for
visual impairments, hearing impairments, and
non-categories. There are many types of itinerant
that

program (including visual impairments, hearing

resource programs including general
impairments, hearing and communication disorders,

emotional and behavioral disorders, autism,
health impairments, non-categories, etc.), hospital

instruction program and home schooling.

Centralized special education classes for gifted
children are categorized into talents in
scholarship and talents in arts. Decentralized
resource rooms are for the talents in intelligence,
talents in scholarship, talents in arts, talents in
creativities and non-categories. Itinerant resource
program is divided into talents in Intelligence and
non-categories. Gifted students who are not
the

resource classes,

placed in centralized gifted classes,

decentralized and Itinerant

resource program are provided gifted programs.

3. Special Education Office in School of
Higher Education

In order to organize special education,
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universities and colleges not only actively work on
improving the barrier-free environment on
campus, but also set up a special education unit
and special education promotion committee in
accordance with the Special Education Act. They
continue to reflect on how to amend the
school’ s special education cases, and assist each
student with the physical and mental disabilities
to design an Individualized Service Plan (ISP).
Each year, according to the rules for MOE
the

counseling of students with disabilities, the

1. National Supplementary Education

The upper division shall provide
the equivalent of the last 3 years of primary
education, and the term of study shall be 1 year
and 6 months to 2 years. Supplementary schools
affiliated to junior high schools shall provide the
equivalent of a junior high school education, and
the term of study shall be no less than 3 years.
Any student who completes, with passing grades,
courses at a supplementary school, the student
shall receive a graduation certificate from the
school.

2. Continuing Education

People who have already received 9-years
compulsory education may receive continuing
education. Continuing education is offered as
necessary by continuing education schools

affiliated to schools at the level of senior
secondary school or higher. Continuing education
schools shall be divided into 3 levels: continuing
education division affiliated to senior secondary
schools; continuing education schools affiliated
to junior colleges; and continuing education
schools affiliated to universities. In the case of
continuing education division affiliated to senior

3. Distance Education

For the purpose of conducting advanced adult

study and continuing education through
audio/visual media, National Open University was
established in 1986 and Open University of
Kaohsiung was established in 1997. An open
university shall establish different departments,

and if necessary may establish graduate schools



offering master’ s degree courses further to their
undergraduate programs; it may also establish an
affiliated junior college division. An open
university may establish inter-departmental credit
courses and/or degree programs. An open
university offers courses through one or a
combination of media, including radio, television,
internet, face-to-face interaction, paper guidance
and instructions, and other appropriate learning
methods. Students at an open university shall be
in one of two categories: full-time degree
students or non-degree students.

The full-time program admits senior secondary
graduates or people with equivalent degrees
while non-degree program admits those who
reached the age of 18 regardless of their
educational levels when they register with the
Open University. Non-degree student who have
successfully completed more than 40 credits
should be considered to have the entry
qualifications of full-time program. After
completing all required credits or the credits
required for a degree course, satisfactorily
meeting all the assessment requirements for the
degree, and passing all required examinations, a
full-time degree student shall be awarded a
Graduation Certificate by their open university
and conferred a degree in accordance with the
provisions of the Degree Conferral Law. Those
who have not obtained the prescribed number of
credits or the particular credits required for a
degree course may be awarded a course credit
certificate for the subjects they have successfully
completed.

* Length of Study (Duration)

The general length of study for each level of
education. It is 6 years for primary school, 3
years for junior high school and 3 years for
senior secondary school. Under the Junior
College Act, junior colleges are divided into
two-year and five-year programs. In
accordance with the University Act, the
duration of a bachelor’ s degree program is
four years. However, it may be extended by
one to two years depending on the nature of
particular departments, graduate institutes,
colleges and programs. The duration of a
master’ s degree is 1 to 4 years. The
duration of a doctorate degree is between 2

and 7 years.

* Preschool Education

Children from the age of 2 up to the time of
admission to the primary school receive
education and care services from preschool
educators in preschools. The education is
free entry and not compulsory. In response
to the implementation of the Early Childhood
Education and Care Act, the former nurseries
and kindergartens were converted into

preschools on January 1, 2012.

* Non-profit Preschool
The non-profit preschool is a joint venture
between the government and a non-profit
juridical person. Fees are calculated on a
cost basis. It provides affordable preschool
educare services, and protects the salaries of
preschool educators and creates a friendly

» Compulsory Education

* Senior Secondary School



A senior secondary school is established
under the Senior High School Education Act.

handle continuing education.

* General Education
It is a general education that falls between
compulsory  education and tertiary
education. It aims to prepare students for
the basis of academic study and specialized
skills, and is open to junior high school
graduates or equivalent. After graduation,
students can apply for admission to a
general university and colleges through
application, recommendation or entrance
examination, or enroll in a four-year B.A. or
a two-year junior college program one year

later.

+ Vocational Education
This is the education that focuses on
teaching young people vocational skills.
The aim of the program is to develop a
sound technical workforce. It opens to
junior high school graduates or equivalent.
After graduation, in addition to direct
employment, they may choose to enter a

four-year B.A,, a two-year junior college or a

general university and college entrance

examination.

+ Practical Technical Program

It offers a career-oriented learning
environment for junior high school graduates
and a place to learn a skill. The program is

based on skills practice. The program is
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supplemented by simple theoretical
education and is structured in a flexible yearly
format, with three levels of progressive credit
attainment: one year, two years and three
years. There are spring and autumn
admission seasons for those who wish to
return to school early. The original extension
education class was transformed into the
practical skills class in the 1995 school year
and again into the practical technical

program in the 2005 school year.

+ Comprehensive High School

Comprehensive high school was introduced
from the 1996 school year, and the Senior
High School Act was amended to make
comprehensive high school a formal
educational system in 1999. The curriculum
is divided into academic and vocational
categories. Students with undetermined
aptitudes can be helped to delay their
decision by means of probation and
counseling. Students whose aptitudes are
determined  earlier are given the
opportunity to study across academic and
vocational programs. After graduation,
students can choose to go to a university or
a college, a four-year B.A., a two-year junior

college program or direct employment.

+ Complete Secondary School

A school in which secondary education is

delivered in one place.

* Tertiary Education
Tertiary education is the top of the current
school system, it also is the third-level
education which provide further education
program for the students graduated from the
secondary education. Tertiary education

includes junior college, institute of technology,



university of science and technology, college
and university.

+ Post-Bachelor Multi-Specialty Training

Program

The program recruit students who have



local or foreign academic credentials for
institutions of Bachelor's degree accredited
by the Ministry of Education. The program
takes at least 1 year no more than 4 years to
be conferred the second bachelor's degree.
There is no need to suspend from school
due to job or some specific reasons in
certain semester during the program, it
perceived to be zero credit for a certain

semester.

* Master’s Program

The program recruit students who have
bachelor's degree or equivalent education
levels. It takes 1 to 4 years to be conferred

the master's degree.

* Doctoral Program

The program recruit students who have
master’s degree or equivalent education
levels. It takes 2 to 7 years to be conferred
the doctor's degree. New graduates of
undergraduate or master with excellent
academic  performance and research
potential may apply for direct entry to

doctoral programs.

* Special Education

In accordance with the Special Education Act,
special education is available to students with
disabilities as well as to students with
giftedness/talented. Students with disabilities
meant in the Act are referred to as physiological
or psychological disorders, assessed and
diagnosed by professionals to be in need of
special education and related services, including
intellectual disabilities, visual impairments,
hearing impairments, communication disorders,
physical impairments, cerebral palsy, health
emotional  disorders,

impairments, severe

learning disability, severe/multiple impairments,
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autism, developmental delays and other
disabilities. Students with giftedness/talents are
those who have excellent potential or
outstanding performance and, after evaluated
by professionals, demonstrating needs for
special education and related services,
categorized as follows giftedness/talented in
intelligence, giftedness/talented in scholarship,
giftedness/talented in arts, giftedness/talented
in creativity, giftedness/talented in leadership,

and giftedness/talented in other areas.

* Religious College

A private university or college affiliated with
a private university, established with the
permission of the Ministry of Education,
cultivated the religious personnel of specific
religions and which shall be conferred

degrees on religion.

* Supplementary Education

Supplementary education is available to all
who are over school age and have not
received nine years of compulsory education.
It can be implemented by supplementary
compulsory schools affiliated with primary
and junior high schools. Students who have
passed the course will be awarded a

certificate of graduation by the school.

» Continuing Education

In order to supplement the general knowledge
of the nation' s citizens, raise the level of
education, teach practical skills, cultivate
healthy citizens and promote social progress,

In order to gradually expand public and
non-profit education and care services in
terms of convenience and accessibility,
starting from 2017, we are promoting the
Plan to Expand Public ECEC services
(2017-2020) and the Measures that Counter
Falling Fertility Rates (2018-2024) to assist
local governments to build public and
non-profit preschools (including public
preschools and non-profit ones) to help

reduce the burden of childcare on parents.

* Quasi-public Preschool

Under the government's full support, the
supply of public preschools has grown
significantly, but in view of the fact that
parents’ urgent need for childcare, the
quasi-public  preschool mechanism was
promoted throughout Taiwan from August
2019. Private preschool that meet the six
criteria for cooperation can work with the
government to increase the capacity of

affordable education and care services.

A long term substitute teacher is one for
more than three consecutive months who
has spent all of his or her time performing
duties which are left behind by teachers
within the compilation due to leave of

absence or other reasons.

» Schools in Remote Areas

Public elementary and secondary school that
have insufficient educational resources due to
transportation, culture, living conditions, digital
environment, socio-economic conditions or

other factors.

* Indigenous People’s Tribe

* New Immigrant Children Student

New immigrant children student refers to
when they were born, one of their parents
was foreigner, stateless persons, mainland
china, Hong Kong and Macao residents, and
other new immigrant. If the non-citizen
parent is a naturalized citizen, or if he or she
is dead, missing or divorced, the student

should still be included in this category.

» Overseas Compatriot(Chinese) Student

to a student of Chinese descent who has
come to Taiwan to study, who was born and
lived overseas until the present time, or who
has been living overseas for six or more
consecutive years in the immediate past and

obtained permanent or long-term residency
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status overseas. Please note that a minimum
of eight consecutive years of overseas
residency is required if the person is applying
to study in a university department of
medicine, dentistry, or Chinese medicine in
Taiwan. A person’s overseas Chinese student
status must be validated by the Overseas

Compatriots Affairs Commission.

* Hong Kong and Macao Student

The term Hong Kong and Macao Student in
accordance with Regulations Regarding
Study for the people of Hong Kong and
Macao residents in Taiwan refers to a student
who has permanent resident certificate for
the people of Hong Kong and Macao
residents has come to Taiwan to study, who
has been living overseas for six or more
consecutive years. Please note that a
minimum of eight consecutive years of
overseas residency is required if the person is
applying to study in a university department
of medicine, dentistry, or Chinese medicine

in Taiwan.

» Student of Government Financial Aid for
Overseas Study

R.O.C. nationals under the age of 45 with the
domicile place registered in Taiwan area who
pass an examination and not be conferred a
doctoral degree before the Ministry of
Education issues a letter of consent to study
abroad by providing proof of language
proficiency in the intended country of study,
may be admitted to study abroad by
government sponsorship, but are obliged to
return to R.O.C for working in a specific area

upon completion of their studies.

+ Overseas Youth Vocational Training Courses

are non-diploma training courses. The
Overseas  Community  Affairs  Council
commissioned universities for a non-degree
training. A diploma in Chinese and English
shall be conferred on any students who have
completed the required course credits and
satisfied all the graduation requirements
with the regulations. Those who have
completed the required number of credits
and passed the course will be issued with a
certificate of credit by the commissioned
school and for those who has not completed
the requires number of credits will be issues
with a certificate of course completion with
the provisions of Regulations Regarding
Implantation of Study Continuing Education
in Junior Colleges and Institutions of Higher

Education.

* Countries Included in the Southbound Policy
The Association of Southeast Asian Nations
(ASEAN) has 10 member states, including
Indonesia, Malaysia, Philippines, Thailand,
Singapore,  Brunei, Cambodia, Laos,
Myanmar and Vietnam. The target countries
of the New Southbound Policy, including
ASEAN, India, Pakistan, Bangladesh, Sri Lanka,
Nepal, Bhutan, New Zealand and Australia, a

total of 18 countries.

» Experimental Education

There are three types of experimental education:
school-based experimental education,
experimental education commissioned the
operation to the private sector by public schools
at senior high school level or below, and
non-school-based experimental education.

+School-based Experimental Education
This refers to integrated experimental
education that is based on a specific

educational philosophy within a school to

fulfill the education concepts through
school systems, administration operation,
organization type, equipment and facility,
principal  qualification and  selection
method, faculty and staff qualifications and
employment method, curriculum and
instruction, student enrollment, learning
outcome assessment, student affairs and
guidance, community and  parental

engagement.

+Experimental Education Commissioned
the Operation to the Private Sector by
Public Schools at Senior High School
Level or Below (public-to-private)

This means that the competent authority
responsible for the establishment of
schools, in  accordance with the
characteristics of the school, the authority
enter into an administrative contract to
entrust the school with all matters relating
to the use of land, buildings and teaching
facilities, the demarcation of school districts,
the fees to be charged to students in
accordance with the law, the curriculum, the
personnel management of the principal,
teaching staff and other staff, the
administrative organization, the staffing
complement, the principles of class
organization, the assessment of teaching,
the use of school funds and the evaluation
of the school. The school may enter into an
administrative contract with the trustee to
delegate all of its operations. Alternatively,
the school may be divided into branches,
divisions or classes, or a part of the school
premises may be clearly demarcated and
separated, and then entrusted with the

experimental education of a new school.

*Non-school-based  of  experimental



education
[t means education, (other than school
education) which is non-profit and adopts
experimental curriculum for the purpose of
producing a sound citizenry with a
balanced development of the morals,
knowledge, physical strength ,social skill
and aesthetics. Those who are qualified to
enter a primary school, junior high school
or senior secondary school may apply to
the competent authority to participate in
experimental education at each level of
education. There are three categories:

individual, group and institution.

* Non-citizen Student Studying for a Degree
In accordance with Regulations Regarding
International Students Undertaking Studies
in Taiwan refers to a person of foreign
nationality who has never held R.O.C.
nationality and who meets the requirements
is permitted to apply for admission to an

educational institution in R.O.C..

» Mainland China Student Studying for a
Degree
In accordance with Regulations Regarding
Mainland China Resident Undertaking
Studies in Junior Colleges and Institutions of
Higher Education in Taiwan, it refers to a
person of China nationality who meets the
requirements is permitted to apply for
admission to study in junior colleges and

institutions of higher education in Taiwan.
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
