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Kanawha County Textbooks Controversy
Event in America

The purpose of this paper is to explore the textbook controversy that occurred
in Kanawha County in the United States during the 1970s. This controversial
event attracted national attention and is of great significance in the American
curriculum history. The controversy in question began in April 1974 and lasted
until early 1975. During the period of dispute, some parents did not allow their
children to go to school, strikes and violent attacks occurred, and specific polit-
ical groups were involved. On the sutface, this incident may have resulted from
factors relating to religion, class, and ethnicity. However, more thorough exami-
nation reveals deeper conflicts in lifestyles and values. In addition to affecting
students’ education rights, the Kanawha County textbook controversy also made
teachers reluctant to adopt controversial textbooks and innovative teaching
methods and made America’s educational atmosphere more conservative. Many
issues that have led to the controversy regarding Kanawha County text-
books—such as the representativeness and operation of the textbook selection
committee, communication between parents and teachers, and the involvement
of the curriculum and political interest groups—deserve Taiwanese educators’
attention.
