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The Roles and Applications of Textbooks
in the Instruction of Chinese

2. Make good use of the contents of Chinese textbooks recommended by the Chinese learning researching
team to select for teaching.

3. The tactics in the situation of insufficient instruction time for Theme Integration Instruction.
